BY-LAW NO. 68-68 

BEING a by-law to repeal Schedules 1M" and "B" to By-law 
No. 525 of The Corporation of the City of North Bay,as 
repealed and re-enacted by By~law No. 1319 of The Cor­
poration of the City of North Bay and any amendments 
thereto. 

AND BEING a by-law to further amend By-law No. 525 
of The Corporation of the City of North Bay, in accor­
dance with the terms and provisions of this By-law, 
including the enactment of Schedule "A" attached hereto 
establishing the rates or charges for the supply of 
water by the City of North Bay for domestic commercial 
and manufacturing use, as well as the rates or charges 
for water meter rentals and including other related 
matters. 

THE COUNCIL OF THE CORPORATION OF THE CITY OF NORTH BAY HEREBY 
ENACTS AS FOLLOWS: 

1. For the purposes of this By-law and By-law No. 525 of the 
Corporation of the City of North Bay: 

(a) "City" shall mean !'he Corporation of the City of North 
Bay. 

(b) "Consumer" shall include the owner, lessee, tenant, or 
occupant of any property or portion thereof situate in the City 
of North Bay. 

(c) "Dwelling Unit" shall mean a room or suite of rooms 
occupied or capable of being occupied as an independent and se­
parate housekeeping establishment. 

(d) ''Property" shall mean land and premises or any portion 
thereof which is supplied with water by the City. 

2. That schedules "A2 and "B" to By-law No. 525 of The Corporation 
of the City of North Bay, as re-enacted by By-law No. 1319 of The 
Corporation of the City of North Bay and any amendments thereto shall 
b~ deemed to be and they are hereby repealed. 

3· That the rates or charges for the supply of water by the City 
for domestic, commercial and manufacturing use are hereby established 
in ·a·c·c·o·r-dan:c·e· "with "the· ·r·a·t·e·s· or charges· ·as· ·set· ·forth ·in Schedule· "A" 
attached to and forming part of this By-law and such Schedule "A" 
shall be d~emed to be incorporated in and form a part of By-law No. 
525 of The Corporation of the City of North Bay. 

4· All provisions of By-law No. 525 aforesaid, in¢luding any 
amendments thereto, which are inconsistent with or conflict with 
the terms and provisions of this By-law, including Schedule ~A" 
attac'lle'd 'hereto"; ".Sha'll' 'be' 'deemed to be "arid "tlfe-y ·are· here·by ·repealed. 

5. All provisions of all By-laws of the formef:!j.'Townships of Widdi­
field and West Ferris, which are inconsistent with or conflict with 
the terms and provisions of By-law No. 526 aforesaid and amendments 
thereto, including the terms and provisions of this By-law, and 
Schedule "A" attached hereto, shall be deemed to be and they arc 
hereby repealed. 
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6. The terms and provisions of Dy-law No. 525 aforesaid and amend­
ments thereto, including the terms and provisions of this By-law and 
Schedule "A" attached hereto shall extend to and be applicabJ~ within 
the territorial limits of the City of North Day as they arc now exist. 

7. The terms and provisions of this Dy-law, including Schedule ~JA2 
attached hereto shall be deemed to take effect as of and from the 1st 
day of July, 1968 and shall remain in full force and effect until amended 
or repealed.

WATER RATES OR CHARGES PAYABLE BY A CONSUMER FOR THE SUPPLY OF WATER 

1. (a) The annual rates or charges payable by a consumer for the 
supply of water for domestic or household use are hereby 
established on the basis of and in accordance with the 
applicable rates hereinafter set forth, but, in no case 
shall the total minimum annual amount payable by a con­
sumer for the supply of water for household or domestic 
use be less than the sum of $25.00. 

(b) Subject as herein provided, where the consumption of 
water is measured by a water meter, the total annual 
amount payable by a consumer for the supply of water 
for commercial, indusbrial or manufacturing use shall 

· · · · · · · be· l.h ·a·cc·or<fahce· with the applic·able· r·<rt·e·s· ·or· ·charge·s· · · · · 
set forth in Paragraph 4 hereof and, in addition thereto, 
there shall be payable by such consumer the applicable 
annual water meter rental as set forth in Paragraph 5 
hereof. In no case shall the total combined annual 
amount payable, as aforesaid, be less thann the total 
minimum applicable amount or amounts set forth in 
Paragraph 3 hereof. 

(c) Where the consumption of water is not measured by a 
water meter, the total annual amount payable by a con­
sumer for the supply of water for commercial, indus­
trial or manufacturing use shall be in accordance 
with the applicable minimum annual rates or charges 
hereinafter set forth. 

2. In those cases where a property is not supplriled with water for 
the full calendar year, the minimum applicable annual rates 
or charges payable by the consumer shall be reduced propor­
tionely. 

3. Subject to the provisions of Paragraphs 1 and 2 hereof, the 
minimum annual rates or charges for the supply of water arc 
hereby established and shall be payable on the basis of ~nd 
in accordance with the rates and classifications hereinafter 
set forth:

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6. INSTALLATION OF \VATER METERS 

8. 

Water meters shall be installed in all commereial, industrial 
and manufacturing properties at the earliest possible date. 

RATES OR CHARGES FOR THE SUPPLY OF WATER 
FOR CONSfRUCTION PURPOSES 

There shall be payable for the supply of water for construction 
purposes, the sum of 50¢ per $1,000.00 value of construction, 

as set forth in the Building Permit, and the amount thereof 
shall be payable at the time of the issuance of the Building 
Permit. 

BILLING AND PAYMENT OF WATER ACCOUNTS 

Water accounts shall be payable quarterly and for the purpose 
of facilitating the.rendering and payment of water accounts, 
the City Treasurer is hereby authorized and empowered to divide 
the City of North Bay into three (3) or more sections and, if 
deemed advisable)' to cause to be rendered, on different dates, 
water accounts applicable to the respective sections as afore.,., 
said and the due date· for payment of water accounts as afore­
said may differ for the res1~ctive sections aforesaid. 

9. DISCOUNT 

All water accounts shall be subject to a discount of ten percent 
(10%) if paid on or before the discount date, which shall be 
shown on the water account. 

10. The provisions of 1 this Schedule "A" shall not· be affectetl by 
temporary shutdowns of the supply of water by reason of main­
tenance to the water supply system or for other good and suffi­
cient causes.
