WHEREAS it is necessary and expedient to levy on .the whole rateable

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6. "In default of payment of any instalment of Taxes or any part of any
instalment by the day named herein for the payment thereof, the subsequent
instalment or instalments shall forthwith become payable.

7. -The Collector's Rolls for the year 1950, shall be returned by the
Tax Collector to the City Treasurer under the provisions of the statutes in
that behalf.

8. Nothing herein done shall prevent the Tax Collector from proceeding
at any time with the Collection of any rate, Tax or Assessment, or any part
thereof in accordance with the provisions of the statutes and By-Laws govern-
ing the collection of taxes.

9. The Collector of Taxes may mail or cause to be mailed to the ad-
dress of the Residence or place of Business of each person Taxes, the Noitice
specify the amount of Taxes and Local Improvements, rates payable by such
person.
