Helmet for spring, summer and fall wear.

Wedge ‘cap for winter wear,.
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And in the event, of a member of the Force discontinuing
his services with the Department, all such clothing shall be
returned to the Chief Constable in good condition (reasonable
wear excepted) before final payment of salary is made.
