A BY-LAW to authorize construction of concrete sidewalks and 
rerlacer:1ent concrete sidewalks on certain streets in the City 
of North Bay. 

':!H:SilEAS the Council of the Corporation of the City of North 
Bay deem it advisable to provide for construction of new and 
replacement concrete sidewalks on certain streets in the City 
of North Bay.

OF NORTH DAY under the provisions of Section 8, Chapter 223,

l. (a) THAT concrete sidewalks be constructed on the streets 
described in Schedule nAn '.-!hich schedule is attached 
hereto and forms part of this by-lm·1. 

(b) THAT the Corporation's share of said work aforementioned 
and as contained in Schedule "An hereto shall be that 
portion as specified in the Local Improvement Act, heine 
Chap. 223, Section 23 (b) and (c), i·rhere applico.ble, and 
Section 28(1) where in the case of corner lots and trian­
gular or irre~larly shaped lots situate at the junction 
or intersection of streets, a reduction of l/3 of the 
cost shall be m3.de, vrhich portion shall be assumed a::.> 
the Corporation's share. 

2. CaJ .. THAT replCJ..Ce.men.t .. concrete s.i.dewalks. oe .. co.nst.ruc.ted on . 
the streets described in Schedule nB" i·rhich schedule 
is a.t tached hereto and forms part of this bv-laH.

(b) THAT the Corporation at large shall assume and p,cty for, 
O'IJ.t o:C' the general rate, the ::_;ercentae;e of cost for the 
concrete side'.valk replacements aforementio:r..ed and con­
t::tined in Schedule "B" hereto, in a manner established 
by By-ltl.''ll 1685 attached hereto as Schedule "C" vrhich 
schedule forms part of this by-lm·r. 

3. TIIAT the Engineering Department of the City be instructed to 
make all necessary plans, profiles and specifications forth­
~1ith, etnrl to furnish such information as may be nece3so.:c·:r 
for the HJldng o!' a contract for the execution of th8 uork 
or for the carryirig on of the work by day labour. 

!; • THAT the ···Torl~ shall be cnrried on under the sur.\erintcmdcYJ.co 
nnd according to the directions and orders of the Engineering 
Department of the City. 

5. THE Council rny decide by resolution to carry on and exccut2 
the uork by day labour. 

6. TEAT in the nbsence of D. resolution by Council that the ':rork 
be carried on and executed by day labour, the IIayor tmd Clcrl: 
are hereby authorized to enter into a contract with some per­
son or persons, firm or Corporation for the construction of

THAT the Treasurer may, subject to approval of the Council, 
azree 1·fith any bank or person for temporary advo.nces of money 
to neet the cost of the ~·TOrk pending cor.1pletion of such 'Jorl: . 

8. THAT debentures to be issued uhen the vTOrk is completc;d to 
ray for the; cost of such 1i'lork, shall bear interest at such 
rate as the Council may determine, and shall be made payable 
within ten years on the instalment plan.

BEING A BY-LAW to establish policy for replacing of sidewalks 
as a Local Improvement under the provisions of the Local Improve­
mont Act, R.s.o.

~mEREAS the Pfunicipal Corporation of the City of North Bay is 
desirous of establishing a policy for the replacing of side­
walks, the normal life of which walks has expired. 

AED UHEREAS it is expedient that such policy be established. 

THEREFORE THE I-1UIJICIPAL CORPORATIOrr OF THE CITY OF nORTH BAY 
~FACTS AS FOLLO:,,JS: 

1. THAT replacin~ of sidewalks, the normal life of which has 
expired be done under the provisions of the Local Improve­
ment Act, n.s.o. 1950, Chapter 215. 

2. TIIE Jiayor and Sled: are au.thorized to cause a contract 
for the construction of the work to be made and entered 
into with some person or persons, firm or corporation, 
subject to the approval of the Tiunicipal Council to be 
declared by Resolution, unless the Council decides by 
Resolution to carry on and execute the vrork by day lal:)our, 
in ';rhich event the \·J'orl: shall be carried on and executed 
by day labour under the supervision and according to the 
directions and order of the Engineer of the Corporation.

..) . THAT a reduction of t'.·renty-five percent (25%) in cost 

assessment be exempted for all property owners fronting 
or abutting on such ·,rorl:s. 

'1-. THAT a reduction of fifty percent ( 50/j) in cost assess­
r.1ent be exemrted for all property ovmers assessed for 
flankage lots. 

5. TIIAT such t':renty-five percent (25%) and fifty percent 
(50~) exemptions be borne by the Corporation at large 
and paid for out of the general rate.
