CITY OF NORTH BAY ENACTS AS FOLLOWS: 

1. That Clause 1 of By-Law 1489, as amended by By-Law 1578, be further 
amended by adding the following Clause as Clause 1-B authorizing the re­
tirement allowance as indicated to the following employee: 

That Christopher Thomas Britton be paid an amount of $32.97 
monthly, commencing September 1st 1950. 

2. That the said allowance will be continuous for life.
