Commencing at a point where the southeasterly corner of Lot 25, 
Concession 11 intersects the boundary between the City of North 
Bay and the Township of North Himsworth; 

Thence in a generally southwesterly direction along the boundary 
between the City of North Bay and the Tovmship of North Hims\vorth 
to a point where the said boundary intersects the shoreline of 
Lake Nipissing; 

Thence in a generally northwesterly direction along the shoreline 
of Lake Nipissing to a point where the shoreline of Lake Nipissing 
intersects the boundary between the City of North Bay and the Town­
ship of Commanda; 

Thence northerly along the boundary between the City of North Bay 
and the Township of Commanda to a point 150 feet north of the line 
between Concessions A and B; 

Thence easterly in a straight line and parallel to the line between 
Concessions A and B to a point where the line intersects the line 
between Lots 21 and 22, Concession A; 

Thence northerly along the line between Lots 21 and 22 to the inter­
section of the line bet~"1een Concessions 5 and 6; 

Thence easterly along the line between Concessions 5 and 6 to a point 
where the line intersects the line between Lots 17 and 18; 

Thence southerly along the line between Lots 17 and 18 to the line 
between Concessions A and 1; 

Thence easterly along the line between Concessions A and 1 to a 
point where the line intersects the line between Lots 16 and 17; 

Thence southerly along the line between Lots 16 and 17 to the line 
between Concessions A and B; 

Thence easterly along the line betwen Concessions A and B to the 
line between Lots 13 and 14; 

Thence southerly along the line between Lots 13 and 14 to a point 
500 feet north of the line between Concessions B and C; 

Thence easterly in a straight line and parallel to the line between 
Concessions B and C to the line between Lots 9 and 10; 

Thence southerly along the line between Lots 9 and 10 to a point 
where the line between Lots 9 and 10 intersects the shoreline of 
Lounsbury Bay; 

Thence in a generally south southv1esterly direction and follovTing 
the sinuosities of the shoreline of Trout Lake to a point where 
the said shoreline intersects the boundary between the City of 
North Bay and the Township of East Ferris; 

Thence southeasterly along the said boundary between the City of 
North Bay and the Tmmship of East Ferris to the point of commence­
ment.
