WHEREAS the Municipal Act R.s.o. 1960, Chapter 249 

Section 377 Paragraph 35 authorizes the Councils of all 

Municipalities to pass By-laws for the granting of aid for 

the maintAnance of public hospitals within or outside the 

Municipality. 

NOW THEREFORE THE COUKCIL OF THE CORPORATION OF THE 
CITY OF NORTH BAY ENACTS AS FOLLOWS: 

L. THAT the Council of the City of North Bay be authorized 

to grant aid for the maintenance of Public General Hospitals 

located in the City of North Bay or the Corporation of the 

Township of Widdifield or the Corporation of the Township of 

West Ferris. 

2. FURTHER for the purpose and method of granting such 

aid the Mayor and the City Clerk are hereby authorized to 

sign the agreement, which is appended hereto with the 

Corporation of the Township of Widdifield and the Corporation 

of the Township of \vest Ferris.

HHEREAS it is deemed advisable to establish a Tri-

municipal Hospital Assistance Commission in order to facilitate the 

granting of aid by the three Municipalities concerned to Public 

General Hospitals in the area and also to bring about closer co­

operation and thereby produce better services to the people of the 

conrrnunities concerned at the least cost to the people of the 

communities concerned, 

AND \JHEREAS the Councils of the several J:Iunj.cipalities 

subscribing to this Agreement have, by by-law, authorized the

entering into an Agreement, each 'lftith the other, for the purpose of 

eranting such aid n.nd· ass:ist(lnao, upon tho tor.::Id a.nd· ccnriitions 

hereinafter set forth. 

(1) The Tri-municipal Hospital Assistance Commission is hereby 

established and it is declared the same shall consist of eleven 

~1embers. 

(a) Two representatives from each of the three 
Municipalities 
The CorPoration of the City of North Bay 
The Ccrporation of the Townshjp of \•liddifield 
The Corporation of the Tovmship of '.lest Ferris. 



(b) 
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Two representatives from each of the two Hospitals 
now con c er!; ed. 
'I'he l;orth Bay Civic Public GPneral Hospital. 
The St. Joseph's Public General Hospital. 
One representativ~ of the Local ~edical Association. 

The Tri-municipal Hospital Assistance Commission 
may also inclu9e two representatives from such other 
Municipalities as may from time to time, subject 
to the consent of the present member Hunici-
palities, subscribe to an agreement containing 
the same terms and conditions with the l'luniciual 
Corporations vrho remain parties to this agreement, 
as amended, provided the execution of such agree-
ment is authorized by by-law of the Municipalities 
subscribing thereto. 

( 2) The parties agree to pay to the Public General Hospitals 

concerned a~ amount equal to the year end deficits of the Hospitals 

as set out in their audited statements or adjusted O.H.S.C. statements. 

These deficits to be the result of non allm"lable costs as dl?.fined 

by the Ontario Hospital Services Commission statements. 'I'he financial 

assistance required from each llunicipality will be based on a per capita 

basis and each hereby agrees to pay to each Hospital it's share on 

recommendation of the Tri-muuicipal Hospital Assistance Commission. 

The Public General Hospitals concerned will supply by the 

1st day of Eovember their audited statement for the precrding year 

to the Tri-municipal Hospital Assistance Commission. The Commission 

will then advise the I'lunicipalities concerned of their shares payable 

to each Hospital by the 1st day of February following the receiving of 

the audited statements. Each Municipality will then pay the stated 

amounts in two equal instalments on the 1st day of July and the lst 

day of t:0 vember of the same year in which they receive notice from 

the Commission. 

In calculating the per capita share of each Mu~icipality 

the Commission will use population fj_gures supplied by the r-1uni­

cipalities concerned ar~d these population figures are to be those 

of the year in which the Hospitals have submitted their audited 

l_ statements or adjusted O.H.S.C. statements. 

Following the above method of participation, the plan will 

be effective in the year 1963. The r-lunicipalitie.s will be thea 

required to pay the deficits for the Public General Hospitals accrued 

in the year 1961. (Estimated total deficit of St. Joseph's 



Hospital - $ 17,500 Civic Hospital - $ 1,280 

Estimated per capita. cost for year 1961 payable in 1963 - 49¢ 

(3) It will be the responsibility of the Tri-Qunicipal 

Hospital Assistance Commission to accept the statements of the 

individual hospitals and recommend to the Councils 1vhat payments 

should be made. The Commission rose1~es the right to advise the 

Councils to withhold payments on all or a portion of the payments 

if they deem the expenses leading to the stated deficits to have 

been unneces3ary or 0~Ce8sive in the operation or maintenance 

of the Hospital concerned. 

(4) The participating l1'lunicipalities will be responsible 

for deficits resultin,:c:, from unallowable costs (O.H.s.c • .) on the 

present tv-ro hospitals and the addition to the North Bay Civic 

?ublic General Hospital to be completed in 1964. Any future 

expansions or capital expenditures which will result in added deficits 

I I to be paid by the Municipalities will require approval of the Tri-,.,__ 

L 

municipal Hospital Assistance Commission and the Councils of the 

Municipalities concerned before such added deficits '\'Till be paid 

by the Municipalities concerned. 

(5} This Agreement shall remain in force from year to year 

provided that any of the Hunicipalities may vrithdraw from the 

Agreement upon t't'lelve months notice, in '\'triting, to the other 

parties concerned and to the Tri-rnunicipo.l Hospital Assistance 

Commission. Notwithstanding the uithdrmr;al of one or more parties 

from this Agreement, the terms shall remain in effect for the 

remaining parties. 

(6) The terms of reference of the Tri-municipal Hospital 

Assistance Commission shall be as hereinafter set out. 

(a) The Commission shall hold regular meetings.. There to 
be not less thsn four much meetings per year. 

(b) The Commission shall elect a chairman and a secretary 
at the firstmeeting of each year. 

(c) A copy of the minutes of each meeting shall be for­
\·.rarded to the Councils of each of the participating 
IIunicipalities. 
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(d) The Com.rnission shall obtain from each of the area 
Public General Hospitals any or all required 
information for the purpose of carrying out i~s 
assignments 

(e) The Commission shall study the admission records of 
the area hospitals to determine the domicile of the 
patients. If there are admissions from areas not 
covered by the assistance agreement, the Commission 
shall make an effort to have the Municipalities 
concerned join this Hospital Assistance Agreement. 

(f) The Commission shall study hospital needs in the area 
and as a result recommend the need for new hospitals, 
additionn to present hospitals or other capital 
expenditures as required. 

(g) The Commission shall study areas of co-operation 
between the hospitals with a view to reducing capital 
outlays through better use of available facilities. 

(h) The Commission shall recommend to Municipal Councils 
concerned action to have the Ontario Hospital Services 
Comrnission rates payable to hospitals increased to 
remove present deficits. 

(i) Tho Commission shall obtain from the Clerk of each 
l\'iunicipality concerned in writing, the recorded 
population of each Municipality as required elsewhere 
in the Agreement. 
'l'he total population figure for a given year is to be 
dil.'··ided into the total deficits of the area Hospitals 
for the same year to obtain the amount to be levied 
per capita. 
The l9C:l deficit figures and the 1961 population 
figures are to be used for 1963 payments. 

(j) The Commission shall, if the population of Hornell 
Heights is not included in the Township of \i!iddifield' s 
population figures, approach the Federal Department of 
National Defence in Cttawa to have them pay the per 
capite deficit for its' personnel and dependents on a 
similar basis to the other Hunicipalities contained in 
this Agreement.
