WHEREAS it. has been dUly declared, by a Resolution No. 21 passed at a 
SpecialMeeting of' City Coumil bald the 13th day of August 1951, by a 
vote of' tv.u-thirds of all the man.bers of' Council, desirable tmt con­
struction of' the work hereafter described shall be undertaken as a 
loo al impro vemen t, and 

WHEREAS notio e or the intention or the Council to urdertake such work 
was duly publish ed mere than twenty-one days prior to the :ra ssing of 
this By-law, . and 

WHEREAS no petition has been made to the Ontario Municipal Beard pur­
suant to the said Act. 

TBEREFORE THE MUNICil'AL C O"l]l\[;I L OF THE CORPORATION OF THE CIT{ OF 
NORTH BA.Y ENACTS AS FOLLOWS: 

1. · · Tba·t as so rec·omne nded and declared Sanitary· Sewers· and· Private 
Drain Connections be constrUcted on certain streets referred to 
in Selle dule "A" as a local improveiiBl. t under the provisions of 
The Loo al Impro vem.en t Act. · ' 

2. · That the Er:gineer of' the Corparation do forthwith make such plans, 
pro 'files and S);l3Ci fie ations and 'fum ish such infonna tion as may be 
necessary for tba making of a contract for the execution of the 
v.ork or for the carrying on and executing of the work by day labour. 

3. Tba t the work shall be carried on an9-. ~~!?<?~1?~9-. l:l~~:r; ."!il;l.(;} .l:pJ.p(;}rii;J.- _ 
· · · · · · "tendence·an.d·according·to the directions and order of such Engineer. 

4. Tbe Mayor and Clerk are autilarized to cause a contract for the 
constrmtion of the work to be made and entered into with some 
person or persons, firm or corporation, subject to the approval of 
this Council to be decJared by Resolution, unless this Council de­
cides by Resolution to carry on and execute the work by day labour, 
in which event the work shall be carried on and executed by day 
labour. 

5. Tba Treasurer may, subject to approval of the Council, agree with 
any Bank or person for t anporary ad vane es of money to meet the cost 
or the work pending the completion of it. 

6. The Special Assessments shall be reid by fifteen (15) annual in­
stalments. 

7. Tla t the debentures to be issued for the loan to be effected to pA.y 
for thecost of the work when completed, shall bear interest at 
such rate as the Council may determine and be made payable within

'fifteen years on the instalment plan. · · · 

Tlat where petitions call for the construction of sanitary sewers 
and waternnins are also provided, the Corporation shall pay as the 
Ccrpora ti on's cent ri bution required under the Local Improv em.ent 
Act, section 23, paragraphs B and C, lOO% or the cost of such 
waternnins and the lots directly abutting shall be assessed on an 
equal rate per foot frontage for the total rems.ining cost of the 
combired project including the cost of such private drains and 
water co nne c ti ons necessary. 

9. Tm~ where petitions call 'for the construction of sanitary sewers, 
the Corparation smll pay the cost of works as is incurred at 
str99t interse~tions R.s.o. 1950, Chapter 215, Section 23, Para­
grap' c.

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10. Tm t where lots mve t¥.O or mare limits that abut on works and the 
size or nature o:r the lot is such that any or all o:r tbe works are 
not ·required a reduction o:r one-tJJ.ird of the special assessment in 
respect to the woiks that are not required, so long as trey are 
not required, shall be made, and the reduction in cost in such 
special as_sessment shall be pdd for by the Corporation. 

11. Tbat this By-law shall not become .:effective until approval in 
writing·has been secured from the Ontario Municipal Board by 
virtue of Section 67, .sub-section 1 of the Ontario Municipal 
Beard A~t.
