
BY-LAW NO. 2047 

BEING A BY-LAW to amend By-law No. 1950, a by-law to 

declare the Lord's Day (Ontario) Act, 1960, as repealed 

and re-enacted by Chap. 50, S.O. 1960-61 being the Lord's 

Day (Ontario) Act 1960-61, to be in force in the City of 

North Bay. 

WHEREAS in .accordance with the provisions of the said Act 

and in accordance with Council's Resolution No. J as 

passed on the lOth.day of July 1962 it is deemed expedient 

to amend By-law No. 1950 to delete the six O'clock termin-

ation hour. 

NOW THER'RFORE THE MillmCIPAL COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NORTH 
BAY ENACTS AS FOLLOWS: 

1. THAT Clause No. J(b) be amended by deleting from lines 

two (2) and three (J) the words "or be continued after 

six o'clock in the afternoon" so that the clause now 

reads:-

"J(b). No such game or sport shall be commenced 
before one-thirty o'clock in the aftP.r­
noon." 

2. THAT this By-law shall become effective on the final 

passing thereof.
