WHEREAS it is deemed advi s:a.bie*by the lunicipal
Council of the Town of North Bay to pass a By-law regulating the
Collection, Removal and Disposal of Ashes, (arbage and other Refuse
within the limits of the said Town, and to provide for the payment
for services rendered by the Municipality in connection with the said

BE 1T ENACTED AND 1T 1S THEREFORE HEREBY ETACTED by the

Municipal Council of the Town of North:Bay, as follows:-
1. fhatfall former By=laws regulating the Collection,
Removal and Disposal of carbage he, and the same are hereby repaaled.
2. That the Collection, Removal and Disposal of jAshes,
Garbaze and other Refuse be performed under the supervision of the
Sanitary lnspector and the Town Engineer. =
3. That no Pit Closets shall be used within the limits of
the Town of North Bay.
4. That a1l closeis must conform with the standard plan
of closets hereby adopted by the Corporation of the Town of North
Bay, and hereto attached. That all existing Pit Ciosets wust ve
remouelisua to comply as nearly as possible with the saia sketcy and
those closets which cannot be s0 renodelled, :‘are to he replaced by
new closets.

5. Tnat all closets shall be constructed and maintained

fly-proof.’ ‘ .
Oc ; That all closets must pe equipped with the standard

pail or busket of the Corporation of the Town of North Ray.
7 ‘That all closets within the limits of the Tosn of

¥or th Bay must be kept clean and vuckets emptiea ana cleaned twice a

month or oftener, if nécessary, the coast of which service shall be

borne by the Municipality at large, and included in the general rate

of taxation for #ach year. ‘
8. - T 1t snall be the duty of the driver of every night-soil

wagon to thoroughly wash his wagon and disinfect it witn Cnloride of
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Lime or other disinfectant supplled by the Corporation, atter
every loaa has heen dumpgd, between the first of April and the
Firgst of December in each year.

9. - 1f, after one month's notice in writing from

the Sanitary lnspector, the occupant of any premises not located

on a Public Sewer has failed to provide Standard Buckets or Pails,

. as required by the Healtn Act, the same may be supplied by this

Department, and the cost thereof added to the Collecqor's Roll ftor
collection as part of the expense of cleaning and disposing of &he

contents of such privys, earth closets, privy vaults or dry earth

_ closets, and such oaocupants so railing, shall also he liable.to

the penal ty hereinafter provided.

10. ~ When.any dump animal snall die within the limits
of the Town, the owner shail, at his. own expense, within‘twelve
hours thereatter, cause the carcass to be removed to the pdace
provided by the Municipality, and tnere disposedoof as the Sanitary
]nspectof may direct.

11. : That proper covered metal garbage cans anc pails
must be maintained by Fruit Dealers, Fish Realers, arocers,
Butchers, lce Cream Vendors, Candy Manufacturers, Confectioners,
Boarding Houses, Hotels ana pestaurants within the limits of the
Town of North Ba¥, for the purpose of depositing garbage therein,
as 1t is createa.

iz. , That garbage cans must be emptied and cleaned, and
subject to paragraph (14), tne garpage must be removed t® the place
provided by the lunicipality, three times a week by the owner, at
his own expense.

13. That any party may contract with the Corporation
of the Town of Northn Bay, to collect, remove and di spose of his

cr her garhage, at the rates and charges hereinatter set torta.
14, ' that partiss, who have contracted with the Corpor-
ation of the Town of Nortn Bay, tor dollection, removal and dis-

rosal of their garbagey. shall also have their asnes collected and

removed, ,provided the same are deprosi téd in buckets and conven-
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1ent;y placed for collection, and the rrices regul ating same, shall
be as set forth in Scheaule “A", nereto attached.
15, That collection, removal and dispesal of‘ashes and

garbage shall be extended to private houses, who desire the service,

'undertthe same rules and regulations as applied to those partied under

Clause (12).

16, ~ That the rafes and charpes to ne charges and collected
for the collection, remOVal and dlsposal of ashes and garbage within
the limits ot the Town of North qay, shall be those set forth in
Schedule "A", hereto annexed or in any'amending Scnedule tnat may
hereafter Be made by the Goryovation A ,

17. Any person COmmltting a oreach of tnis By-law will be
liable to a fine of not more than‘$lo OO for the first‘offebce, and to
not more than $20 00 for each subsequent offence, togéther‘with costs
of Court. Any tine not paid forthwith is to be collected, if
iossible, by distress of the goods and chattels or tne party liable
for payment of the said fine and costs, and in dcfaul? of distress,
the said party may oe conv1cted to the Coﬁmon Gaol in the Town of
North Bay, for a term of not more -than ten days.

18. This By-law shall take effect immediately after the

rassing thereof.
