NOW THEREFORE WITNESSETH that in consideration of 
the mutual premises and covenants contained.heFein, the 
Parties mu~ually agr~e as follows: 

l. RETAINER SERVICES

The Employer retains the services of the 
Consultant, and the Consul-tant agrees to supervise the 
construction of the work. · 

2. SERVICES. 

The Services to be provided by the Consultant in 
the supcrv1s1n of construction of the work includes ~hose 
items sGt forth in· Schedule B attached hereto, and the 
services to be provided by the Employer' includes· those 
i terns set forth in Schedule C attached here-co, and the ·sale. 
Schedules are hereby declared. by the Parties to b~ and forr:. 
part of this Agreement. 
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3. COMPENSATION 

The Employer v-:j 1.1 pay t.he Consu 1 tr1nt in 
accorrl~nce with the provisions set forth in Schoctule A 
attached hereto, nn<i the sAid Scherlule j_;, horelw Clccl~rocl 
hy the Parties to he anrl forn pnrt of this Ae;re~ment. 

4. STAFF METHODS 

The Consultant shall use the best availohle 
methods in the Supervision of the constructj_on of the v-rork 
and will employ only skilled ~nd competent staff thereon, 
who will he under the supervision of a senior memher of the 
Consultant's staff. 

In this connection, the Con.su ltant vJill provirle 
the employer with a list of Supervisors \'Jho \'Jill be 
employed on the project, describing for e<lch his qualificat­
ions, experience and former employers, The Consultant will 
require Department approval of the Supervisors before 
commencement of the supervisory \•:ark. 

5. PLANS 

Plnns, sketches, tracincs and cl esie;n drawine;s 
or copies thereof re~uired for the supervision of const~lct­
ion of the \·!ork sh<.1ll he exchant:;ed between the parties frHe 
of chart;;e on r:t ::"~:c:iproc-:.1 ba.=is and all plans, sketches, 
desir;n draY.dnt;s, specifications and est:5.mates prepc.red hy 
the Con,;,ultant for the Employer under this Ar;rf~eMent shall

6. AUDIT 

The Employer ~nd the Dept. of Hichvray Encineerine; 
Audit Section m<ly inspect and e.udi t the books, pC1yrolls, 
accounts and all records including quantity. records of 
the Consultants at any time with respect to any it.er11 which 
the Enployer is required to pc; y either rlirectly or indirectly 
as a result of this Agreer.wnt. 

7. TH'£ 

The Consultant shall prosecute his und.ertHking 
expeditiously to meet the requirements of the Employer r1nd 
he shall complete any portion or portions of t,he unclert.Cikin8 
hereby agrl~ed to in such order as the Enployer May require 
and the Er1ployer shall have the rit;ht to take possession of 
;:md use any completed or partially completed portions of 
the unctertakinL notwithst<mdint; any provisions, express or 
implied, to the contrary. 

8. ABANDONI'·'IBNT OH S'JSP~NSION 

The Employer may suspend or Abandon the v1ork or 
any portion the:::·eof at any stage of the unclerta.kin8 and 
the Consultant shall thereupon be entitled to payment of that 
portion of the compensation which bears_the same relC~tion 
to the t,ot.a.l conpen~>.: tion ns the services performed ur to 
the tiMe of suspension or ab6ndonment hears to the total 
services contemplat eel. hy thi~; At;reement <=mrl for such 
purposes cost of work shDll he b<lsed on the est.imatect t.ot.r.l 
cost in acco~dance with the current prices for comparnhle 
work. 

The Consultant shall indemnify ancl save hnrmless 
the Employer fror1 and a[;ain~;t all cl<:'.ims, act:!..ons, loss, 
expcnsP., cost or damage of every nature and kind whatsoever, 
which the Employer, his empl6yees, officers ~r agents MAY. 
suffer as a result of the ner;lit:;enc e of the Consultant, lns 
employees, officers, or a~cnts in the undertaking hereby 
entered into.

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lG. SOIL INVESTIGATION 

Before commencing any soil investigation the 
Consultant shall submit to the·Employer for his approval, 
dct~ils of such investigation ~nd cost thereof and if 
.:tpproved, the cost shall be charged directly to the Employer 
by .:1n approved firm performing the investigation~ provided 
that the cost of such investigation shall not be included 
in the cost of work where the investigation is Garried out by 
the Employer's employees. 

11. STRUCTURAL STEEL INSPECTION 

The Employ~r shall arrange and pay for th~ shop 
inspection of Structural Steel·but such cost shall not be 
included in the cost of the work. The field insPection 
of the erection of structural steel shall be made by t.he 
Consultant provided that the Employer may in his. discretion 
require such field inspection to be ~4de by some other perso~, 
firrr. or corporation and in such a case the cost o! the field 
inspection shall not be included in the ·cost of t1ork. 

12. CONTRJ\CTING FOR CONSTRUCTION 

Neither the Consultant nor any associated 
affiliated or subsidiary person, firm or corporation shall 
tender for the construction of the work. 

13. J\SSIGNMENT 

Neither this Agreement nor any portion·thereof 
shall be assigned by the Consultant without the consent in 
writing of the Employer. 

14. PREVIOUS AGREEMENTS 

This Agreement supersedes all previous agreem8~ts, 
arrangements or unde.rstandings between the Parties, whether 
written or oral, in connection with or incidental to the 
work or the supervision of the construction thereof •
