1. (a) Municipal Officials and Police Vehicles - An authorized municipal 
official and vehicles of the North Bay Police Department in 
that area set out on both sides of Mcintyre Street opposite 
City Hall at any time, daily, Monday to Saturday inclusive. 

(b) Police Vehicles of North Bay Police Department in that area 
on the south side of Fraser Street in the front of the 
Provincial Court Offices at 581 Fraser Street any time, 
daily, Monday to Saturday inclusive.
