"BUTLDING INSPIICTOR" weans the officer ov emdloyaes of tho
former Tovnship of West Ferris for the time ng charged
with the duty of enforcing the provisions of the Buildinrg
By-law,

"BUILDING LINE" means a line within a lot drawn parallel to
a lot linc, and costablishes the ninimum distance between
that lot line and any bhuilding or structure, which may be
erected.

"CELLAR" means that porticn-of a building between two floor
levels which is partly or wiholly underground but which has
more than once-half of iits height from finished flcor to
finished ceiling pelow adijacent f[inished grade, as approved.

"COMMERCIAL MOTOR VEHICLE® means any motor vehicle Hav*nq
permanently attached thorazto a truck or delivery body, or
designed to pull a trailexr or semi-trailer or a motor ou

ambulance or hearse.

"COTTAGE" means any builuing designed and built for human
habitation during only tha warm weather months (April 15tkh
to Qctober 15th of the same calendar ycar) by reason of
either its light frame construction, lack of basement or
concrete slab foundation, lack of furnace, or other facility
suitable for winter heating, or lack of plastering or other
finish on interior walls or ceiling, and shall include a
cabirn.

“COVERAGLE" means the percentage of lot area covered by all
bullalng”.

"DWELLING UNIT" means one or more habitable rooms deasigned for
uze by and occupied by not more than one family and in wiich
separate kitchen and sanitary facilities are provided for the
exclusive use of such a family, with a private entrance from
outside the buildinz or £rom a cornmon hallway or stailrwvay
inside the building.

"DWELLING, STHGLE FAMILY DETACHED" means a building which
contains not more than one dwelling unit.

“DWELLING, SEMI-DETACUED" means a building that is divided
vertical 1} into two dwelling units each of which has an
independent entrance a2ither directly or through a common
vestibule.

"DWELLING, DUPLEX" means a building that ls divided horizontally
into two dwelling units each of which has an independent cnirance .
either directly or through a common vestibule.

"DWELLING, DOUBLE DUPLEX" means a building that consists of two
duplexes attached to cach other.

"DWLLLING, MAISONETILE" means & building designed to contain more
than three dwelling units, each having an entrance from a common
hallway or stairway inside the building and a separate outside
entrance.

"DWELLING, ROW HOUSLY means a building that is divided vertically
into three or more dwelling units, each of which hase independent
entrances.

"DWFLLING, TRIPLEX" means a building that is divided horizoatally
into three separate dwelling units, cach of which has an
independent entrance cither directly or throuch a common vestibule.
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"EFFICIFNCY UNIT" means a part of a2 hotel which contains
slecping facilities, private sanitary facilities and conkinq
facilitics which are located in not more than two rooms,
excluding the washrcom,

"EXIST" means build, construct, reccnstruct or relocate and
shall include any preliminary physic al cperations such as
cutting, grading -xcavatiﬁg, filling or draining, or any
altering of an ex Jutlnﬁ building by an addition, extension
or other siructural change.

"TFAMILYY" means one person or two or more persons who are inter-—
related by bonds of consanguinity, marriage or legal adoptiorn,
or a grecup of not more than four unrelated persons, with or
without one or more fulltime domestic ervantu, occupying a
dwelling vnit, and not more than two persons who receive their
lodging and/or board for compensatior.

"FLOOR ARDA" means, for a dwelling, the total area of the

5toreys cxclusive of bas~ments, cellars, attics, carages, sun-
rooms, unenclosed verandahs, or porchez, and for a building

other then a dwelling, the total arca of all the floeors contained
within the exterior surface of the outside walls of the luilding.

"FRONTAGE“ means the width of a lot neasurced along a line 4.5
metres back from and parallel to the street line.

"GARAGE OR CARPORT (PRIVATI)" means an cnclosed or partislly
enclcsed structure in which no husiness, cccupation ox service

is conducted for profit, and which structiure is used only for the
storage of one or more vehicles.

"GRADE" means when used with reference to a building, the average
elevatior of the finished surface of the ground where it meets
the exterior of the front of such building and vhen used with
reference to a structure shall mean the average elevation of the
finished sgurface of the ground immadiately surrounding such
structure, exclucive in both cases of any artificial ﬂﬂbankment,
and whan used with reference to a street, road cor highway means
the elevation of the street, road or highway established Ly the
Township, or other designated authority.

"HLIGHT" means the vertical distance of a building between ¢rade
and
(i) the highest point of the parapet or roof surface of a
flat roof,
(ii) the deckline of a mansard roof,
(iii) the mean level between eaves and ridge of a gabled,
hip, gambrel roof or cottage roof.

"HOTEL" means a separate building or two or more connected
buildings used primarily for the purpose of catering to the

needs of the travelling public by the supply of food and refresh-
ment from a general kitchen, dining room and other public rTOOmS,
and also by the furnishing of sleeping accommodatlon of not

fewer than six (6) hedrooms.

It is further provided that not mere than twenty-five percent
(25%) of the rentable units in a hotel may be efficiency units.

"INSTITUTION” means a building designed or used for a non-
commercial purpose operated by an orqganized body or society for
providing a particular object, includirg clubs and hospitals

"LANE" means a subsidiary publicly-owned thoroughfare providing
access to the rears or sides of one or more lots.

"LOT" mcans any parcel of land, whether or not such a parcel is
described in a registered deed, or shown in a registered plan
of subdivision, including any of its parts which are subijeci to
right-of-e¢.sement.

SLOT, CONMER" means a lot situated at the intersection of two
or more streets having an angle of intersecticn of not more
than one hundred and thirty-five degrees. The shorter lot line
shall be the front of the said lot.

"LOT, INTERIOR" means a lot situated hbetween adjacent lots and
having access to one strecet.

"LOT, THROUGH" means a lot having access to two streels across
lot 1lines which do not intersect one another.

"LOT LIUE" means any boundary of a lot as defined in this By-law.

"MAIN BUILDING" means the building designed or used for the
purpose for which the lot was purchased, leaced, or rented.

"IMAIN WALL" means the extericr front, side or rear wall of a
building and all structural members essential to the support of
a fully enclosed space or roof,.

"MOTEL" means a separate building or two or more connected
buildings used primarily for the purpose of the public travelling
by motor vehicle by furnishing sleeping accommodation with or
without suppnlying food in a building which does not exceed two
storeys in height.

"HON~CONTFORMING" means that which does nof conform,
agree with the regulations of this 3y-law as of thc
passing thereof.
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"ORMOXIOUS USE" means uses which are cbnoxious or cffensive by
reason of thelr appearance, emission of odour, csnoke, dust, noise,
gas, fumes, vibration, refuse matter of traffic, and uses which
under the Public Health Act or its regulations are declared to be
noxious.

"PUBLIC PARK" means any area of land, whether enclosed or not,
maintained oy the municipality for the enjoyment, health and
well-being of the people and nermally open to the public without
charge.

"PARKING LOT" mecans any area other than streets or lanes used for
the storage of more than five motor vehicles in the open air.

"PARKING SPACE" means an area of lot less than 18.6 square met-
res, measuring 3 metres by 6 metres exclusive cf drivewvavs or
aisles, for the temporary parking or storage of motor vehicles.

"PUBLIC GARAGE" means a building where the principal activity is
the repair or rental of motor vehicles, and where the sale of
gasoline, 0il, parts and accessorics is secondary.

"ROOMING HOUSLE" means a dwelling in which the preprietor supplices
room Lut not Leard, for monetary gain to more than three persons
exclusive of the lessee or owner thereof or members of his family
and whichh is not open to the general public.

"SETBACK" when used with reference to an interior lot or a through
lot, means the space between the front building line and the street
line. When used with reference to a corner lot, setback mzans the
space between the front building line and the street line, and the
space between the side lot line abutting the flanking street, and
the nearcst side building line.

"“fQEﬁ” LIRE" means for -

(a) A Corner YLot, the shorter lot line abutting the public street
shall be deemed te be the street line and the longer lot lire
abutting a public street shall be decmed a side lot line.

(b) An Interior Lot, the line divilding the lot from the public
street.

2.50 "STOREY, FIRST" means the lowest stovey of a building, excluding the
b.oement or cellar.

2.51 "STOREY, HALF" means the portion of a building situated wholly or
in part within the roof and in which there is sufficient space to
provide a height between finished floor and finished ceilinc of at
least 2.3 metres over a floor area equal to at les it 50% of the
area of the floor next below.

2.52 "STRIET OR POAD" means a public or common highway affording the
principal means of access to abutting properties.

2.53 "STRUCTURE" means anything that is built or constructed of parts
joined together.

2.54 "TRAILER" means any vehicle so constructed that it is suitable
for being attached to a motor vehicle for the purpose of being
drawn or propelled by the motor vehicle and capable of being used
for living, sleeping or ea+1pg accommodation of persons notwith-
standlng that such vehicle is jacked up or that its running gear

is removed.

2,55 "USE" means the purpose for which 2 lot or building or a structare
or any cembination thereof is designed, arranged, occupied or
maintained.

2,56 "YARD" means an open uncovered space appurtenant to a building.

2.57 "YARD, FROHT" means a vard extending acress the full width of a
building 1ot on which a building is situated and from the front
lot line to the nearcst main wall of the building or buildings for
which such ‘ront yard is required.

2.58 "YARD, SIDE" means a yard extending from the front vard to the rear
yard and from the side lot line to the nearest main wall of the
building or bhuildings for which such side vard is required. In
the abhsence of front or rear vards, the side vards shall extend for
the full depth of the building lot.

2.59 "YARD, REAR" means a vard extending across the full width of a
building loz on which a building is situated, and from the rear lot
line to the nearest main wall of the building or buildings for
which such rfear vard is required.

SECTION 3 - GEHERAL PROVISIONS

3.1 The provisions of this By-law shall applyv to all of the lands within
the Township of West Ferris.

Establishment of Zones

3.2 For the purooses of thisg By-law, the Township is divided into the
following zosnes, as shown on Schedules “"A"™ and "B".

3.5.1 On a lot having a frontage o¢: at least 15 metres on a public
street and extending from the said street to the shore of Lake
Nipissing, a single family detached dwelling may be erected on that
portion of the lot nearest to the said street and a second house
may be erected on that portion of the lot nearest to Lake HNipissing,
provided that,

3.5.1.1 2n ecasement having a width of at least 4.5 metres shail
be provided for the house on tha!: portion of the lot nearest to
Lake Nipissing and the said easenent shall constitute, for the
purposes of this By-law, sufficient frontage.

3.5.1.2 Where the house nearest to the street has been lawfully
erected prior to the passing of this By-law, is set back less
than 4.5 metres but not less than 3 metresz from a side lot line,
the easement required by Section 3.5.1.1 shall he not less than
3 metres in width.

Existing Buildings Having Less Than
Minimum Lot or Yard Reauiremnents

Where a building has been erccted pirior to the day of the wmassing
of this By-law on a lot having less than the mirimum frontace and/
or depth aad/or area, or having less than the minimum setback and/
or side yard and/or rear yard required hy this Dy-law, the said
building may be enlarged, reconstructed, repaired or renovated
provided that,



3.6.1 the enlargement, recanstructicn, repaiy or renovation does
not further reduce a front vard and/or side yard and/or
recar vard having less than the ninimum re gquired by this
By~ law, and

3.6.2 all other applicable provisicns of this By-law are ccmplied
with.

Excepticns to Height Limitations

3.7 The height limitations of this By-law shall not apply tc church
spires, public buildings, water tanks, elevator enclosures, fiao
poles, television or radio antennae, ventilators or skylights.

Permitted Encroachments in Yards

3.8.1 Every part of any vard required by this By-law shall be oven‘and
unobstructed, by any structure, from the ground to the sky providerd
however, that those structures listed in the follewing table ghall
be permitted to project into the minimum vards incicated for the
distances specified.

Where an accessory building is built on a corner lot, it shall he
located ir the side yard which is not adjacent te the flanking
street, or in the rear vard, and not closer to a street than the
main building is to that strecet.

3.9.7 BRe considered an accessory building for the purpose of
calculating the lot coverage.

Public Uses Permitted
The provisions of this By-law shall not avply to the use of any iland
or to the erection or use of any bhuilding or structure for the
purpose of public service by the Corporaticn of the Township of West
Ferris or by any local Roard thereof as defined bv the Department of
Municipal Affairs Act, Chapter 98, R.S5.0. 1960, ar - telephone,
telegraph or gas company, any denartment of the Government of Cntario
or Canada, including the Hydro Electric Power Cormission of Ontario,
provided that:

3.10.1 The lot coverage, sctback and yard recuirenents prescribed
for the zone in which such land, building or structure is located
shall be complied with.

3.10.2 o goods, material, or equipment shall be stored in the open
in a Residential Zone.

3.10.3 Any bulilding erected in a Residential 7Zone under the authority
of this paragraph shall be desiagned and maintained in general
harmony with residential buildings of the type permitted in the Zcne.

Temporary Construction Uses Permitted

Hothing in this Bv=-law shall prevent uses incidental to constructicn,
such as a construction camp or other such temporarv work camp, tcol
shed, scaffold or other building or structure incidental to the
construction, a =ign not more than 4.5 square metres incidental tc
the constructioh, provided that these uses are permitted only for so
long as the same are necessary for work in progress which has neither
been finished nor abandoned.

Lands Subject to Flooding

In all zones, the erection of buildings or structures for residential,
commercial or industrial purposes shall be prohibited on land that is
subject to flooding or on land where hy reason of its rochky, low-
lying, marshy or unstable character, the cost of construction of
satisfactory waterworks, sewage or drainage facilities is prohibitive.

Trailers

No trailer, as defined by the Municipal Act, R.5.0. 19860, Section
379, Subsection %5, shall be used for living, sleeping, or eating
accommocdation within the Townshin for a period of more than sixty
(60) days in any period of ten consccutive months.

Truck, Bus and Ccach Rodies
No truck, bus, coach or strectcar body shall be used Icr human
habitation within the Township whether or not the same is mounted on
wheels.

Builciings to Be Moved
In all zones, no huilding shall be moved within the limits of the

Township, o1 shall be moved from outside the Tewnship into the Town-
ship withouv a permit from the Building Inspector.

Standards for Parking Areas

Parking arecas required hy Clause 3.18 above shall conform tc the
following requirements:

3.19.1 The parking area shall be within 152 metres of the location
which it is intended to serve, and shall be situated in the samne
zone, and on the same side of the highwvay if fronting on llighways
No. 11 or 1l1B.

3.19.2 The parking area and apprcaches shall be surfaced vith
concrete, asphalt, crushed stone, gravel or a combination thereof
with a stable surface treated to prevent the raising of dust or
loose particles.

3.19.4 vhen the parking area is adjacent to a Residential Zcne,
the lighting facilitices shall be so arrandged as to reflect and/or
deflect the light away from such zone.

The area utilized for tourist camping facilities, which shall
include the land set aside for camp sites, shall not cover more
than twenty-five (25) percent of the lot area.
