B E I N G  A BY-LAW TO AMEND Z O N I N G  BY-LAW NO.  9-69 
TO REZONE LANDS ON M A I N  STREET WEST FROM RM.l 
TO C . 2  SP 5-82 (McLACHLAN AND SANGSTER)

WHEREAS upon the  request  of  the  property  owners  concerned  and 

with  the  approval   of   the   local   Planning  Board,  i t  i s  considered 

advisable  t o  amend By-Law  No. 9-69 to amend the  zone  designa- 

t i o n  as shown on Schedule "A" of By-Law  No. 9 -69 ,  pursuant   to  

Sect ion 39 of The Planning  Act, R . S . O .  1980,  Chapter  379. 

NOW THEREFORE THE COUNCIL OF THE CORPORATION OF THE CITY OF 

NORTH BAY HEREBY ENACTS AS FOLLOWS: 

1. Schedule "A" of By-Law  No. 9-69 i s  amended by changing 

the  zoning  use  of   the   land shown on Schedule "A" 

a t tached  hereto  and  forming  par t   hereof ,   which  property 

i s  more p a r t i c u l a r l y   d e s c r i b e d   a s  P a r t  of   Lots   1-and 2 ,  

Plan  13  in   the  Ci ty   of   North Bay,  from "Res ident ia l  

Mul t ip le  F i r s t  Density (RM.1)" Zone t o  a "General 

Commercial  Outer  Core  Special 5-82 ( C . 2  SP 5-82 ) I '  

Zone, as shown on Schedule "B" a t t ached   he re to  and 

forming  par t   hereof .  

2 .  No bui ld ing   or   s t ruc ture   sha l l   be   e rec ted   o r   caused   to  

be  erected  and  no  land  shall   be  used  in  said  "General 

Commercial  Outer  Core  Special 5-82 ( C . 2  SP 5-82 ) "  

Zone, except   in   conformity  with  the  fol lowing  regulat ions

accommodation  of  one o r  more s t o r e y s  i n   h e i g h t ,  
and the  windows of   habi tab le  rooms f ace   t he

of t h e   r e s i d e n t i a l   p o r t i o n   o f   t h e   b u i l d i n g  
s h a l l  be  not   less   than  one-half  (1/2) t h e

than   s ix  ( 6 )  metres .  

( h )  Where a r e a r   l o t   l i n e   a b u t s  a Commercial o r  
I n d u s t r i a l  Zone,  and access  i s  a v a i l a b l e   t o  
t h e   r e a r  of t he   bu i ld ing  by a p u b l i c   o r   p r i v a t e  
l ane ,   t he   s e tback   f rom  the   s a id   r ea r   l o t   l i ne  
- sha l l   be  a minimum of   three ( 3 )  metres .  

(i) Where a r e a r  l o t  l i n e   a b u t s  a Commercial o r  
I n d u s t r i a l  Zone,  and  no access  i s  a v a i l a b l e   t o  
t h e   r e a r  of t h e   b u i l d s g   e x c e p t  by  means of  a 
ya rd ,   t he   s e tback   f rom  the   s a id   r ea r   l o t   l i ne  
s h a l l  be a minimum of s i x  ( 6 )  metres .

( d )  Where a s i d e   l o t   l i n e   a b u t s  a Commercial o r  

( f )  Where a s i d e   l o t   l i n e   a b u t s  a s t r e e t ,   t h e

t i a l   p o r t i o n  of t he   bu i ld ing   sha l l   be   no   l e s s  
than  ten  and  f ive-tenths  (10.5)  rnetres  from 
t h e   r e a r   l o t   l i n e .  

(1) The Maximum F loor  Space  Index sha l l   be  3 . 0  
f o r   t h e  Commercial po r t ion  of t h e   b u i l d i n g .  

3 .  All b u i l d i n g s   o r   s t r u c t u r e s   e r e c t e d  o r  a l t e r e d  and 

the  use  of  land  in  such  "General  Commercial  Outer 

Core Spec ia l  5-82 ( C . 2  SP 5-82 ) ' I  Zone 

s h a l l  conform t o   a l l   a p p l i c a b l e   p r o v i s i o n s  of  By- 

Law No. 9 - 6 9 ,  except  as  hereby expressly var i ed .  
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4 .  (a)  Notice of this By-Law shall be given  in  the manner 

and form and to  the  persons  prescribed  by Ontario 

Regulation 78/80; 

(b) Where no notice of  objection  is  filed with the 

Clerk of the  Corporation  of  the  City  of  North  Bay 

within twenty-one (21) days  of  service  of  the 

notice as prescribed  by  Ontario  Regulation 78/80, 

then  this By-Law thereupon  comes  into  force  and 

effect; 

(c) Where notice of  objection  is  filed with the  Clerk 

of  the  Corporation  of  the  City  of  North  Bay within 

twenty-one (21) days of service  of  the notice as 

prescribed  by  Ontario  Regulation 78/80, this By- 

Law shall come into  force  and  effect upon the 

approval of the  Ontario  Municipal  Board.

READ A SECOND TIME IN OPEN  COUNCIL THIS 15th DAY OFMarch 1982. 

READ  A  THIRD TIME IN  OPEN  COUNCIL  AND  FINALLY  ENACTED  AND  PASSED 

THIS 15th DAY OF March 1982.
