R - 6", which lands are more particularly described in
Schedule "A", and shown outlined in red on Schedule "B" both
of which are attached hereto and form part hereof, is
amended to show the said lands zoned as "Light Industrial
District M.1",

2. This By-law shall come into full force and effect upon the
final passing thereof subject to the approval of the

Ontario Municipal Board.
