BY-LAW NO. 2286

Being a By-law to authorize construction of
a Sanitary Sewer System on Prineess Street
East Mid Block between Ferguson Street and
Wyld Street. : '

WHEREAS pursuant to the provisions of the Municipal
Act being Revised Statutes of Ontario, 1960,Chapter 249, and
more particularly Section 379(1) (52) thereof, a Council may pass
by~-laws authorizing the construction of certain extensions and

improvements to sanitary sewers, in order to provide the necessary
sanitary sewer system; .

AND WHEREAS it is deemed desirable to make charges for
the cost of construction of such works pursuant to Section 380 of
the Municipal Act being Revised Statutes of Ontario 1960.

NOW THEREFORE THE MUNICIPAL COUNCIL OF THE CORPORATION OF THE CITY
OF NORTH BAY ENACTS AS FOLLOWS: r

1. THAT a sanitary sewer system with the necessary
' manholes, connections to lot lines and other
appurtenances be constructed on Princess Street East
for a distance of 228 lineal feet to serve the
following listed lands:

Part &f Lot 645, All of Lots 646 .to 652 both inclusive
Part of Lot 653, Part of Lot 628, All of Lots 629 to
634 both inclusive and part of Lot 635, All Plan #93
as registered in the Registry Office for the District
of Nipissing.

2. THAT the total cost of the work is estimated at
$6,888.82. The abutting owners! share, based on a foot
frontage rate is estimated at $6,888.82. The total
Corporationts share of the cost, which shall be assessed
against the general tax rate is nil.

3. The estimated annual rate per foot frontage is $1.58(0)
for a period of fifteen (15) years at 6i% interest and
shall be charged and imposed upon all the rateable
property in a defined area, which area shall be and is
hereby defined as the property abutting on the said works.

be THAT the assessment referred to herein or any debentures
which may be and are hereby authorized shall be paid in
fifteen (15) annual instalments of pringéipal and interest
at such rate as Council shall determine.

5. The estimated life of the work is sixteen (16) years.

6. THAT the Head of the Council and the Treasurer may,
subject to the approval of Council, agree with any Bank

or persons for temporary advances of money to meet the
cost of the work.

7. THAT the Engineer of the Corporation do forthwith make
such plans, profiles, and specifications and furnish such
information as may be necessary for the making of a
contract for the execution of the work or for the carrying
out of the work by day labour. :

8. THATTthe work shall be carried out and executed under the
superintendence and according to the directions and orders
of the Corporation's Engineers.



9. THAT the Mayor and Clerk are hereby authorized to
cause a contract for the construction of the work to be
made and entered into with some persom or persons, firm
or corporation or make such other arrangement as may be
necessary for the carrying out of the work by day labour,
subject to the approval of this Council to be declared
by resolution.

10. Any person whose lot is specially assessed may, at any
time before the passing of a debenture by-law 1mplementing
~the provisions hereof, commute for payment the cost of
the construction assessed upon such lot without interest,
forthwith after the said assessment roll has been certified
by the Clerk.

11. No person shall be permitted to commute a special frontage
rate after the passing of such debenture by-law.
