BEING A BY-LAW TO appoint Two members to the 
Town Planning Commission for the City of North Bay. 

WHEREAS it is necessa%y to pass a By-Law to pro­
vide for the appointment for TWo members to the Town 
Planning Commission for the City of North Bay to re­
place Messrs. w. Aubry and E.J. Young whose term of 
office expired on the 31st day of December, 1929 •.
