BY-LA\-J NO. 131-75 

BEING A BY -LA'i-J TO AUTHORIZE THE CONSTRUCTION 
OF A TRANSPORTATION AND EQUIPMENT MAINTENANCE 
BUILDING IN THE CITY OF NORTH BAY. 

WHEREAS the Council of the Corporation of the City 
of North Bay deems it advisable and necessary to erect a 
Transportation and Equipment Maintenance Building. 

NOW THEREFORE THE COUNCIL OF THE CORPORATION OF THE CITY OF 
NORTH BAY HEREBY ENACTS AS FOLLOWS: 

l. That a Transportation and Equipment Maintenance Building 
as described in Schedule 11 A" hereto annexed shall be con­
structed at the estimated cost as set out therein. 

2. The Engineer of the Corporation shall prepare such plans, 
profiles and specifications and furnish such other infor­
mation as may be necessary for inclusion in a contract 
for the construction of the building and attendant

work, which shall be proceeded with and completed pursuant 
to his direction and supervision. 

3. The Mayor and Clerk are authorized to negotiate and 
execute on behalf of the Corporation an appropriate con­
tract for such construction and attendant work. 

4. The Treasurer is authorized to borrow from time to time 
from any bank or other source of loan, by way of pro­
missory note or notes temporary advances of money to meet 
the cost of construction as aforesaid pending the comple­
tion thereof and pending the issue and sale of debentures 
as hereinafter referred to~ but in no event shall the 
aggregate of such borrowings exceed the amount set out in 
Schedule "A" hereto. 

5. Any promissory note or notes issued pursuant to this by­
law shall be sealed with the seal of the Corporation and 
signed by the Mayor or Deputy Mayor, and the Treasurer of 
the said Corporation. 

6. The debentures to be issued pursuant to this by-law shall 
bear interest at such rate as Council shall determine and 
be payable within twenty (20) years on such terms as Council 
may determine. 

7. This by--law shall not take effect until the approval of 
the Ontario Municipal Board has first been obtained pur­
suant to Sections 63 and 64 of the Ontario Municipal Board 
Act, R.S.O. 1970, Chapter 323.
