2. That the Corporation of the City of North Bay do enter into that
certain Amending Agreement No. 1 dated October lst 1964 between
the Corporation of the City of North Bay and Ontario Municipal
Employees Retirement Board amending Agreement No. 20-M-1 herein-
before referred to, upon and subject to the terms and conditions
set forth in the said Amending Agreement No. 1.

3. That the Mayor and Clerk be and they are hereby authorized to

execute the said Amending Agreement No. 1 on behalf of the Corpor-
ation and to affix thereto the Corporate seal.
