THEREFORE 'THE MUNICIPAL COill~CIL OF THE CITY OF NORTH BAY ENACTS .A.S 

FOLLOWS: 

1. That all rates as ennumerated under Schedule A of By-Law 1319, 

excepting Item No. 23, being Hydrants Fire Protection are reduced 

by 1/oth; that is the new rates to be 5/6ths, of the rates as set 

out in the said Schedule A of By-Law 1319. 

2. That the rate as ennumerated under Schedule A of By-Law No. 1319 

for item No. 23 being Hydrant Fire Protection is reduced by $25.00 

each, that is the new rate to be ~5.00 for each Hydrant under said 

Item No. 23. 

3. That Schedule B as enacted by By-Law No. 1319 and am.ended by By­

Law 1372 is amended as follows: 

a. That Clause B of Schedule B as amended by By-Law 1372 is 

repealed and the following substituted therefore; 

ALL O~i'HER METERED SERVICES: 

1st 50,000 gallons ••••••••••••••• 22¢ per 1000 gallons 
2nd 50,000 gallons ••••••••••••••• 20¢ per 1000 gallons 
Balance of water consumed- ••••••• 17¢ per 1000 gallons 

b. That Clause C of Schedule B of By-Law 1319 be amended to read 

as follows: Minimum yearly char:ge :~21.00 plus meter rental. 

4. That this By-Law excepting Clause 2 shall take effect from the 

first day of July, 1943 and said Clause 2 of this By-Law shall take 

effect from the first day of January, 1943. 

READ a FIHST TIME in OPEN COUNCIL this 5th. day of April, 1943. 

READ a SECOND TIME in OPEN COUNCIL this 5th. day of April, 1943.
