WHEREAS 1t is expedlent for the Corporation of the
Town of Iorth Bay to borrow for the purpose of constructing
an adequate water purification plant, the sum of TWO THCUSAND,
FIVE HUNDRED DOLLARS ($2,500.00) and that is the amount of
the debt intended to be created. ‘

AND WHERBAS the amount of the whole rateable
property. af the Municipality, according to the last Revised
Assessment Roll is §6,718,446.00 Dollars.

AD WHEREAS the amount of the Debenture debt-
of the Corporation is §$ 1,077,225.69 dollars, no part of
the principal or interest of which is in arrear.

AND WHEREAS the Provincial Board of Health, as
provided in Revised Statutes of Ontario, 1914, Chapter 218,

have coupons attached thereto for the payment of the
interest. . .

2. The Debentures shall all bear the same date

and shall. be issued within one year after the date on which
this By-law is passed end may bear eny date within such one
year and shall be payable within five years from the date
when they shall be issued and shall bear interest at the
rate of Pive and One-Half per cent (5%L) per annum payable,
vyearly in five annual instalments during the five years
next after the date when they shall be issued, and the

shall be raised in each yeer the amount of the instalment:

6. The Debentures may contain any provision for
the registration of them authorized by law.
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T The Tresasurer, may, subject to the approval of
the Council, agree with any Bank or person for temporary
advances of money to meet the cost of the work peunding the
completion of it.
