BY-LAW NO, 1979

BEING A BY-LAW regulating the closing, on Wednesday afternoons,
of all shops belonging to certain classes and repealing all
by-laws or parts of by-laws inconsistent with this by-law.

WHEREAS petitions duly and sufficiently signed by the occupiers
of those classes of shops hereinafter set out, have been present-
ed this day to the satisfaction of the Council of the City of
North Bay, praying for the passing of a by-law in accordance

with the provisions of The Factory, Shop and Office Building

Act R,S.0. 1960, Chapter 130, Section 78, Sub-section (5),

during certain hours in the afternoon of Wednesday in each week.

AND WHEREAS this Council deems it advisable to pass such by-law
as required by the provisions of the said Act.

NOW THEREFORE THE COUNCIL OF THE MUNICIPAL CORPORATION OF THE
CITY OF NORTH BAY ENACTS AS FOLLOWS:

1. THAT all shops situate within the said City of North Bay
belonging to the following classes namely:

Children's and Boys! Wear Paints and 0Oils
Dry Goods Men's Wear
Furniture and Drapery Ladiest! Wear
‘Furriers ‘ Cameras and Crafts’
Jewellers '

be closed from'12.30 o'clock in the afternoon of Wednesday
in each and every week during the months of January to
November both inclusive in each and every year, until the
hour of 5,00 o'clock in"the forenoon of the next following
day, with the exception, whenever it may occur, that
should a Statutory Holiday fall within any such week, then
the provisions of this by-law relating to hours of closing
on Wednesday afternoon shall not apply.

2. THAT By-law No. 1294 and all other by-laws relating to the
closing of those classes of shops hereinabove set out, are
hereby repealed to the extent only that the provisions of
those by-laws are’inconsistent with the provisions of this
by-law,

3. THIS BY-LAW shall come into force and take effect on the
final passing hereof.

L. THAT every person who contravenes any of the provisions
of this by-law shall upon conviction thereof, forfeit and

pay a penalty of $100,00 for the first offence and $300.00
for each subsequent offence,
