That replacement Concrete Sidewalks be constructed on the 
streets described in Schedule "A" v1hich schedule is attached 
hereto and forms part· of this By-law. 

That the Corporation at lc..rge shall assume and pay·for out 
of the gerier~l rate, the percentage of cost for concrete 
sidewalk replacements as set -out' 'in· By-law No. 16$5 attached 
hereto ·a~ Schedule "B", which schedule forms part of this 
Ey-law. - · . -

That the EnginAering Depart~ent of the City be instructed 
to m<~ke all necessary plans, profiles and specifications 
forthwith, and to furnish such information as may be 
necessary for the rnaking of a contract for the execution 
of v'ork, or for the carrying on of the \•rork by day labour. 

That the vrork shall be carried on under the suDerintendrmcc 
and according to the directions and orders of.ihe &1gineering 
Department of the City. 

The Cr~nctl may decide by resolution to carry on and execute 
the vmrk b:r day labour. 

In the absr:mce of a resolution by Council thAt the work be 
carried on and executed by day lDbour, the Mayor and Clerk 
are hereby authori~ed to enter into a contract with so~e 
person or persons, firr1 or Corporation for the con:;truction 
of the work, s~bject to the approval of the Council by 
Hesolut:!.on. 

The Treasurer may, subject to aporoval of the Council, agree 
with any Bank or person for temporary advances of money to 
meet the cost of the Nork pending completion of such work. 

That <iPbentures to be is~med when the work is completed to 
pay ~or the cost of such work, shall bear interest 8t such 
rate as the Council ~?Y determine and shall be made paystle 
within ten years on t,he instalment plcm. 

That this by-law shall not become efrective until Approval 
in Hriting has been secured from the Ontario Municipal Board 
pursuant to Section 64 of The Ontario Mu~icipal Bonrd Act, 
C.bc:opter ?.74, n.s.o. l96C.

EEI;JCJ A BY-LAW to establish policy for replacing of sit;(Malks 
&s a Local Improvement under the provisions of the Local Im­
provement Act, R.3.0. 1950, ChRpter ?15. 

WHEREAS the Hunici!)al Corporation of the Cit)• of North Bay is 
desirous of establishing a policy for the replacing of side­
walks, the normal life of '.·:hich walks has expired. 

P.iJD vlHiiJ\.EAS it is 8xpedient that such policy be estah1i shed. 

THK~EFORE THE f1Lln!ICIPh.L CORPOHATION OF THE CITY OF NORTH BAY 
ENACTS AS FOLLO\iS: 

1. ThRt replacing of sidewalks, the normal life of which hqs 
expired, be clone under the pro,risions of the Local Improve­
ment Act, H.S.O. 1950, Chapter ?15. 

2. The If:ayor and Clerk are authorized to cause a contr;:q.:t for 
the construction of the work to be made and entered into 
with some person or persons, firm or corporation, subject 
to the approval of ~he Municipal Council to be declared by 
Resolution, unless the Council cledc1_es by Resolution to 
c;~rry on nne\ execute thG ~·jork by day labour, in V·.rhich event., 
th8 >•ork shall be carried on P.nd executed by day labour under 
the supervision and cwcording to the rlirections nne~ order 
of the Engineer of th(~ Corporation. 

3. That a reduction of twenty-five perc.ent (?57{) i:t cost 
a3sessnent he exempted for all property ovmers fronting 
or ributting on such works. 

4. That a reduct:i.on of fifty percent (50~~) in cost asne3sment 
be exempted for all property owners assessed for flankage 
lots. 

5. ':'hat such twenty-five pe~~cent (25%) a:1d fifty percent (505·~) 
exemptions be borne by the Corporation at large and paid 
for out o~ the general rate.
