BEING a By-law appo~nting a Tax Collector and Water 

Commissioner for the To"<m of North Bay, and defi.ning his duties. 

WHEREAS it is deemed expedient to pass a By-law apyo:lnting 

a Tax Col lee tor and Water Commissioner for the said Town of North Bay, 

and defining his duties, 

BE IT THEREFORE F.lfACTED BY THE MUNICIPAL COUUClL OF THE TCW!J 

OF NORTH BAY AS FOLI,OWS:-

1. That all former By-laws appointing a Tax Col:e ctor and Watel 

Commissioner-be, and the same are hereby repealed. 

2. That the duties of the said Tax Collector and Water Comrniss-

ioner shall be as follows:-

.('a) To collect all taxes and water rates for the Tovm of North 

Bay at the times fixed by By-law for the collection of same, and pay 

same over to the Treasurer of the said Town of :North Bay, daily, 

taking hi shreceipt for same. 

{b) To send out yearly notices in January to all consumers of 

water showing the amount of quarterly charges for the current year, 

and arrears, if any. 

(c) To prepare statement of outstanding water rates on the firs· 

day of March,' June, September and December din each year, and sendhthe 

same to the Mayor and Co unci 1. 

{d) To have all water services turned off for non-payment of 

rates,- and to have the same turned on again when all rates and charge~ 

have been paid. 

(e) To receive ajlplications on prescribed forms for the :instal-

lation or renewal of water services and hand the same over to the Towl 

Engineer for act:ion. 

(f) To see that all provisions of the Water Vlorks By-law are 

properly enforced and repcr t to the :Mayor and Councillors the amount 

of collec tiona for each quarter, and any other i nforrna Uon they may 

require. 

{g) The said Tax Collector and Water Cor.:.missioner shall be in \ 

his office in the Town Hall in th€ To\m of North Bay, from Nine c'clo< 

in the forenoon until Twelve o<!,olock noon, and from One-thd.rty o'cJoc:

' 4. That the said Jo 1·m Small shall deposit with the Town Clerk 

a guarantee bond in sufficient amount to be satisfactory to the Council, 

and shall keep the same renewed and in force during the term of h1 s 

office, provided premium for same is paid for by the Town. 

5. That the said Tax Col lee tor and Water Conuni ssioner shall 

be paid for the faithful performance of his dutjes, one per cent of 

the total collection of Taxes, Water Rates and interest tl1f:reon, 

received by him during the year 1920, excepting the collection for

hydrant rental and all other Municipal servia es, .sa.id one percent not 
to exceed $2400.00. 
6. That, in order to more equalize the monthly payments, the 

Tax CollE!ctor and Water Commissioner be paid the sum of One Hundred 

and Fifty Dollars per month, and char~ d to his account. 

? • That, on the First. day of APrll, JuJ.y ~d·')/i)ctober, 1920, 

and on the First day of January, 1981, the Tax Collector and Water 

Commissioner shall be paid the balance to his credit, if any, for th~ 

preceding months of the year 1920. 

a. That the said Tax Coll"-'ctor and Water Comr.1issjcner shall 

employ and pay for any neces·sa.ry :tssi stance rt::qui rc:'d j n the perform-

ance of the duties of his offi.ce to comply with the provisions of thfo 

:By-law, and the statutes with refprence to thE collection of Waxes and 

Water rates. 

(a) That the Town of North Bay shall furnish all Stationery and 

Postage. 
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9. That the term of engagement of the said Tax Collector and 

Water Commissioner may be terminated at any time at the pleasure of this 

Council, without any notice being required to that effect. 

This By~law shall be considered to take effect from the First 

·day flf .January, 19.20.
