2. That the vote of the said electors shall be taken on the said
By-Law at the same time and places and by the Deputy Returning
Officers and Poll Clerks, as the Annual Municipal Elections.

3. That a true copy of the By-Law shall be published in the North
Bay Daily Nugget on the days hereinafter mentioned, that is to
