. FROM the North Westerly limits of Lots number 10 and 18 South
Easterly a distance of One Hundred and Seventy-four (174 Ft.) feet,

The portion of the said lanes to be closed and stopped up
herein being more particularly described in Schedule "A" hereunto an-
nexed.

THAT the said Courcil shall hear in person or by his or her
counsel, solicitor or agent any person who claims that his or her lands

will be prejudicially affected by this By-Law and who applies to be
heard.

. THAT forthwith upon this By-Law taking effeet the Corporation
of the City of North Bay shall convey to the Canadian National Railway
Company for the consideration of the sum of $1.00, those portions of
the said lanes closed and stepped up under the provisions herein,,sub-
jeet to payment by the Canadian National Railway of any damages that
may be prejudicially effected by the closing of sald lane or lanes.
