
THE CORPORATION OF THE CITY OF NORTH BAY 

BY-LAW NO. 48-77 

BEING A BY-LAW TO AUTHORIZE RECONSTRUCTION 
AND PAVING OF A CERTAIN STREET IN THE CITY 
OF NORTH BAY. 

l\!'HEREAS the Hunicipal Act, R.S.O. 1970, Chapter 284, 
Section 443 authorizes the Council to pass a by-law for the 
purposes therein stated; 

AND WHEREAS the Council of the Corporation of the 
City of North Bay deems it advisable and necessary to pass the 
within hy-law; 

NOW THEREFORE THE COUNCIL OF TIIE CORPORATION OF THE CITY OF NORTil 
BAY HEREBY ENACTS AS FOLLOWS: 

1. THAT reconstruction and paving of Seymour Street from Wallace 
Road to the Ministry of Transportation and Communications 
right of way which is approxinately 3,200 feet westerly be 
undertaken as described in Schedule "A" attached hereto and 
forming part of this by-law. 

2. Tr~T the Engineering Department of the City of North Bay be 
instructed to make all necessary plans, profiles and speci­
fications forthwith and to furnish such information as may he 
necessary for the making of a contract for the execution of 
the work, or for the carrying on of the work by day labour. 

3. TIIAT the work shall be carried on under the superintendence 
of and according to the directions and orders of the Engineering 
Departnent of the City of North Bay. 

4. TIIAT the Council may decide hy resolution to carry on and 
execute the work by day labour. 

5. THAT in the absence of a resolution by Council that the work 
be carried on and executed by day labour, the Mayor and Clerk 
are hereby authorized to enter into a contract with some person 
or persons, firm or corporation for the construction of the 
work, subject to the approval of the Council by resoltuion. 

6. TIIAT the Treasurer of the City of North Bav is hereby authorized 
to borrow from time to time from any hank of person by way of 
Promissory Note or N'tes temporary advances of money to meet 
the cost of construction as aforesaid pending the completion 
thereof and pending the issue and sale of the debentures herein­
after referred to but in no event shall the aggregate of such 
borrowings exceed the amount limited in this by-law. 

7. Any Promissory Note or Notes issued pursuant to Paragraph 6 
hereof shall be sealed with the seal of the Corporation of the 
City of North Bay and signed by the ~ayor or Deputy l1ayor and 
the Treasurer of the City of North Bay. 

8. TI~T debentures to be issued when the work is completed to pay 
for the cost of such work shall bear interest at such rate as 
the Council may determine and shall he made payable within ten 
years on the instalment plan. 

9. TIJAT this by-law shall not become effective until approval 
in writing has been secured fromtthe Ontario Municipal Board 
pursuant to The Ontario Municipal Board Act, R.S.O. 1970, 
Chapter 323, Section 64(1).
