55 active treatment, 40 chronic, 
8 post anaesthetic, 2 emergency and 
5 additional beds (equivalent of 15 
bassinets), at an estimated cost to 
the City of North Bay of $1,519,447.16 
net, after deducting Federal and 
Provincial grants? "

4. THAT on the Twenty-fourth day of November at his office, 
at the hour of 2:00 o'clock in the afternoon, the Council 
Chambers on }lcintyre Street, the Mayor will, in writing, 
signed by him, appoint two persons to attend the final 
summing up ofthe votes by the Clerk of the Corporation 
and one person to attend each Polling Place on behalf of 
the persons interested in and desirous of promoting the 
acceptance of the said question, and a like number on 
behalf of the persons interested in and desirous of the 
rejecton of the said question. 
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5. THAT the thirteenth day of December at the said Co~ncil 
Chambers at 12 o'clock noon is hereby appointed as the 
time and place for sun~ing up by the Clerk of the 
Corporation of the number of votes given in the affirm­
ative and in the negative, respectively.
