HOW THEREFORE the li'J:unicipal Council of the Corpora-

tion of the City of liorth Bay ENACTS AS FOLLOWS: 

1. That in addition to the portion of cost to be 

assumed by the Corporation under said By-Law Numbers 

571 and 924 of the City of North Bay. there shall be 

assumed by the Corporation an additional part of the 

owners' portion of the cost amounting to Five per cent. 

of what would have been the owners' portion of the cost 

upon an apportionment made pursuant to said By-Laws. 

2. That the assessment rolls in respect of the said 

works corrected by the Court of Revision and confirmed 

by the County Judge are hereby approved, ratified and 

confirmed.
