BY-LAW NO. 2000-56

BEING A BY-LAW TO AUTHORIZE IMPROVEMENTS
TO THE SEWAGE TREATMENT PLANT AND
PUMPING STATION IN THE CITY OF NORTH BAY

WHEREAS the Municipa Act, R.S.O. 1990, Chapter M-45, Section 210, paragraph 58,
authorizes the Council to pass a by-law for the purposes therein stated;

AND WHEREAS it is deemed desirable to make charges for the cost of construction of such
works pursuant to Section 141 of the Municipal Act, R.S.0. 1990, Chapter M-45.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE COUNCIL OF THE CORPORATION OF THE CITY OF
NORTH BAY HEREBY ENACTS AS FOLLOWS

L That improvements be made to the Sewage Treatment Plant and Pumping Station as
described in Schedule “A” atached hereto and forming part of this by-law.

2. That the Enginering & Environmental Services Department of the City of North Bay be
indructed to make dl necessary plans, profiles and specifications forthwith and to furnish
such information as may be necessary for the making of a contract for the execution of
the work or for the carrying on of the work by day labour.

3. That the work shal be carried on under the superintendence of and according to the
directions and orders of the Engineering and Environmenta Services Department of the
City of North Bay.

4. That the Council may decide by resolution to carry on and execute the work by day
labour.

5. That in the absence of resolution by Council, the work by carried on and executed by day
labour.

6. The Mayor and Clerk are hereby authorized to enter into a contract with some person or
persons, firm or corporation for the congruction of the work subject to the approva of the
work by resolution.

T, That the Treasurer of the City of North Bay is hereby authorized to borrow from time to
time from any bank or person by way of promissory note or notes, temporary advances of
money to meet the costs of condruction as aforesaid, pending the completion thereof and
pending the issue and sde of the debentures hereinafter referred to but in no event shdl
the aggregate of such borrowing exceed the amount limited in this by-law.

8. Any promissory note or notes issued to paragraph 7 hereof shall be seded with the sedl of
The Corporation of the City of North Bay and signed by the Mayor or Deputy Mayor and
the Treasurer of the City of North Bay.
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9. The debentures to be issued when the work is completedto pay for the cost of such work
shal bear interest a such rate as the Council may determine and shal be made payable

within fifteen (15) years to such an extent as to repay the principa and interest on a
principal amount not to exceed $350,000.00.
