THAT the vote of the said electors shall be taken on 
the said question at the same time and places and by 
the same Deputy Returning Officers and Poll Clerks,· 
as the ·Municipal Election. 

THAT a true copy of the question shall be published 
in the North Bay Daily Nugget on the ·days hereinafter 
mentioned, that is to say, on the Ninth, Sixteenth · 
and Twenty-third days of November, 1960. 

THAT on the Thirtieth day of·November at his office in 
the Council Chambers on Mcintyre Street at the hour of 
2.00 o'clock in the afternoon, the Mayor will, in writing, 
signed by him, appoint two persons to attend ·the finql 
summing up of the votes by the Clerk of the Corporation 
and one person to attend each Polling place on behalf· 
of the persons interested in and desirous of promoting 
the acceptance of the said question, and a·like number 
·on behalf of the persons interested in and desirous of 
the rejection of the said question. 

THAT the fourteenth day of December at the said Council 
Chambers at·l2 o'clock noon·is hereby appointed as the 
time and place for summing up by the Clerk of the 
Corporation of the number of votes given in the affirm­
ative and in the negative, respectively.
