BAY HEREBY ENACTS AS FOLLOWS:

1. Th§§.9¥§9§9.(1) of By-law No. 55-68 be amended to increase
the sum to be provided by $25,200.00 so that it shall now
read as follows:

"That capital funds in the sum of $68,275.00 be brovided for
the Community Memorial Building Commission of the City of
North Bay, for permanent improvements and equipment for
Memorial Gardens Sports Arena in the City of North Bay and
West Ferris Community Centre in the City of North Bay, and
more particularly set forth and described in Schedule "A" to
this By-law."

2. That Schedule "A" of By-law No. 55-68 be amended to read in
accordance with Schedule "A" attached hereto and forming part
of this By-law.
