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BY-LAW NUMBER 728.

BEING A BY-LAW TO PROVIDE FOR THRE.TAKING OF THE
VOTES OF THZ ELECTORS ON THE FOLLOWING QUESTION: "AR® THE
ELECTORS OF THE CORPORATION OF THE TOWH OF NORPH BAY IN FAVOR
OF HOLDING THE ANNUAL MUNICIPAL ELECTION ON THE FIFST MONDAY

IN DECEMBER OF EACH YEAR, INSTEAD OF HCLDING TEE SAID ELAC”ION
AS HERETOFOREV

WHEREAS it is considered desirable and expedient to
obtaln the opinion of the electors on the followingquestion:

‘"Are the electors of the Corporation of the Town of North Bay in

favor of holding the annual Municipal Election on the First
londay in December of each year instead of holding the election
as heretofore?", and to pass this By-Law for the purpose of
enabling the electors to vote on the said question.

BE IT THEREFORE ENACTED BY THE MUNICIPAL COUN“IL oF
THE CORPORATION OF THE TOWIN OF NORTH BAY AS FOLLOWS

(1) The votes of the duly qualified electors of the
Corporation of the Town of North Bay shall be taken on the said
question at the same time and at the same places as the annual
election for the lMunicinal Council, and the Deputy Returning
Officers cppointed to hold said election shall take the vote.

(2) On the 29th day of December A. D. 1924 at the hour of
two o'clock in the afternoon, the head of the Council of the

said Corporation or some members of said Council appointed for
that purpose by resolution shall attend at the Town Hall in the.
said Municipality for the purpose. of appointing, and if, requested
so to do, shall appoint by writing signed by him, two persons to
attend at the final summing up of the votes by the Clerk, and one
person to attend at each polling place on behalf of the persons
interested in and voting in the affirmative on said question, and
a like number on behalf of the persons interested in and voting in
thé negative on said question.

(3) On the 6th day of January A. D. 1925, at the hour of

"Ten o'clock in the forenoon, at the Town Hall, in the said

Municipality, the Clerk of the said Munlelpallty shall attend and
sum up the votes given in the affirmative and negative on the
question. .
