
THE  CORPORATION OF THE  CITY OF NORTH  BAY 

BY-LAW NO. 61-82 

BEING A BY-LAW  TO  LIMIT  ELECTION  EXPENDITURES 
AND  TO  REQUIRE  DISCLOSURE  OF  ELECTION  CONTRI- 
BUTIONS. 

WHEREAS  Section 121 of  the  Municipal  Elections  Act, R.S.O. 1980, 
Chapter 3 0 8 ,  as  amended,  authorizes  the  council  of a municipality 
to  provide  for  limitations  on  election  expenditures  and  disclosure 
of election  contributions. 

NOW  THEREFORE  THE  COUNCIL OF THE  CORPORATION OF THE  CITY OF NORTH 
BAY  HEREBY  ENACTS A S  FOLLOWS: 

1. (a)  "Candidate"  means a person  who  is  duly  nominated  for 
election  to  office  in  accordance  with  the  Municipal 
Elections  Act,  and  whose  name  appears  on  the  ballot 
for  alderman  or  the  ballot  for  mayor. 

(b) "City  Clerk"  means  the  City  Clerk  of  The  Corporation 
of  the  City of North  Bay. 

(c)  "City  Council"  means  the  Council of The  Corporation 
of  the  City  of  North Bay. - 

(dl "Commercial  Value  of  goods  or  services  donated  or 
provided"  means 

(i)  where  the  person by whom  the  goods  or  ser- 
vices  are  donated  or  provided  at  less  than 
their  commercial  value  is  in  the  business 
of supplying  such  goods  and  services,  the 
lowest  amount  charged  by  him  €or  an  equf- 
valent amoun't of  the  same  goods  or  services 
at or about  the  time  they  are so donated or 
provided , or 

(ii)  where  the  person by whom the goods or ser- 
vices  are  donated  or provicied at less than 
their  commercial  value  is  not  in  the  busi- 
ness of supplying suck: goods  or  services, 
the  lowest  amount  charged  for  an  equivalent 

' amount  of  the  same  goods  or  services  at or 
about  that  time by  any  other  person  provi- 
ding  those  goods  or  services  on a commer- 
cial  basis,  if  that  amount  is  greater  than 
one  hundred ($100.00) dollars,  and  if  that 
amount  charged  is  one  hundred ($100.00) 
dollars  or  less,  nil, 

(e)  "election  contributions"  means  contributions  in  the  form 
of  money  and  goods  and  services  and  incluzes: 

(i)  money  paid 

(ii) the  commercial  value  of  goods  and  services 
donated o r  provided  other  than  volunteer 
labour - 

(f)  "election  expenditures" m e a r , s ,  

(i) money  paid, 

(ii)  liabilitiss incurrec?,

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amounts  that  represent  the  differences 
between  amounts  paid  and  liabilities  in- 
curred  for  goods  and  services,  other  than 
volunteer  labour,  and  the  commercial  value 
of  the  goods  and  services  provided,  and 

all  of  which  are  incurred  for  the  purpose  of  promoting 
or' opposing  the  election  of a particular  candidate,  or 
€or  election  purposes,  regardless of whether  they  are 
incurred  before  or  after  nomination  day,  and  without 
limiting  the  generality  of  the  foregoing,  includes 

(VI the  expenditure  for  the  acquisition of the 
right  to, 

(A) the  use  of  time  on  the  facilities  of 
broadcasting undertaking  as  defined 
in  Section 2 of  the  Broadcasting  Act, 
R.S.C. 1970, Chapter B-11, or 

(B) the  publication  of  an  advertisement  in 
any  paper,  magazine  or  periodical  con- 
taining  events,  or  any  remarks  or  ob- 
servations  thereon,  printed  for  sale 
and  published  periodically,  as  in  parts 
or  numbers,  and 

the  expenditure  for  the  acquisition  of  meeting 
space,  for  the  provision  of  light  refreshments, 
and  for  the  acquisition  and  distribution of 
mailing  objects,  material  or  devices  of a Fro- 
motional  nature,  but  this  does  not  include  the 
provision  of  rooms,  at  no  charge, 

(A) in  private  residences,  or 

(B) that  are  available  to  tenants  for  mee- 
ting  space  at  no  additional  charge, 

but  does hot  include expenditures  for a party  which  may 
be  given to  election workers  after  the  polls  have  closed. 

(9) "volunteer  labour"  includes  unpaid  labour by a person 
who  offers  himself  for  work  without  any  express  or 
implied  promise  of  remuneration. 

2. No candidate  for  the  office  of  Mayor  of  the  City,  directly  or 
through  any  person  acting  on  behalf  of  such  candidate-shall 
incur  election  expenditures  on  account  of  or  in  respect  of 
the  conduct  or  management  of  the  election  that  exceed  Twenty 
Thousand ($20,000.00) Dollars. 

3. No candidate  for  the  office of alderman  in  the  City,  directly 
or  through  any  person  acting  on  behalf  of  such  candidate,  shall 
incur  election  expenditures  on  account  of  or  in  respect  of  the 
conduct  or  management of the  election  that  exceed four  thousand 
( $ 4 , 0 0 0 . 0 0 )  dollars. 

4. E v e r y  candidate  for  an  office  shall: 

(a)  disclose  all  election  contributions  to  the carnpaign 
of  such  candidate  in  excess  of  One  Hundred ($100.00) 
dollars  in  the  form  of  money  and  goods  and  services 
by filing,  with  the  City  Clerk, a sworn  declaration 
indicating  the n a m o f  each contributor  contributing 
over  one  hundred ($100.00) dollars  in  the  form  of 
money  and  goods  and  services and the m m t  of the contri&utian, 
or 

(b) file a sworn  declaration  with  the  City C l e r k  that 
no  election  contributigns  were  made  to  the  campaign 
of such  candidate  in  excess of One  Hundred ($100.00) 
Dollars  in  the  form of noney  and  goods  and  services;

r e p o r t  t o  t h e   C o u n c i l  o f  t h e   C i t y   w i t h   r e s p e c t   t o   e v e r y   c ' a n -  
d i d a t e ' s   c o m p l i a n c e   w i t h   t h e   p r o v i s i o n s  o f  S e c t i o n  4 h e r e o f ,  
a n d   h i s . c o m p l i a n c e   w i t h   t h e   p r o v i s i o n s   o f   t h i s   b y - l a w .  

Any p e r s o n  who c o n t r a v e n e s  a n y   o f   t h e   p r o v i s i o n s   o f   t h i s   b y - l a w  
i s  g u i l t y   o f   a n   o f f e n c e   a n d   o n   c o n v i c t i o n  i s  l i a b l e  t o  a f i n e  
of n o t  more t h a n  Two T h o u s a n d   ( $ 2 , 0 0 0 . 0 0 )  D o l l a r s ,  e x c l u s i v e  
o f   c o s t s .  

T h i s   b y - l a w   c o m e s   i n t o   f o r c e   a n d   e f f e c t   u p o n   b e i n g   f i n a l l y  
p a s s e d .
