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BY-LAW NUMBER / 0 {:;, 7 

BEING a By-Law to regulate the traffic in the Public Streets 

of tne City of North Bay, in tiie District of Nipissing. 

WHEREAS it is deemed advisable by the MUnicipal council of 

the City of North Bay, to pass a BJ•Law regulating traffic in the 

streets of ~e saic City. 

THERni'O~ THK MUNICIPAL COCTNCIL OF THE CORPORATION OF THE 

CITY OF NORTH BAY ENACTS AS FOLLOWS: 

1. IN THIS BY-LAW 
I 

(a) "Street" shall include a common and public highway, 

avenue, parkway, driveway, square, place, bridge, viaduct or 

trestle, designed end intended for, or used by the general 

public for the passage of vehicles. 

(b) "Vehicle" shall include motor vehicle, trailer, tract­

ion engine and any vehicle drawn, propelled or driven by any 

kind of power, including muscular power, but not including the 

cars of electric or steam railways running only upon ~a rails. 

{c) "Park" as applied to a vehicle anall mean to allow the 

same to ranain standing on street for a longer period than 

Twenty minutes without a responsible person in Charge. 

(d) "Standft as applied to a vehicle anall mean to stop for 

any period of time longer tb.an actually required to take on or 

iisoharge any passengers or merchandise. 

(e) "Cum" shall include ~e edge of the travelled portion 

of the Highway. 

2. FOLIOE.OONTROL OF TRAPFIC 

Absolute control of street traffic is vested in the police. 

3. KEEP CLOSE TO CURB 

V~icles moving slowly shall keep as close as possible to 

the curb on the right, allowing more swiftly moving vehicles free 

passage to their lefto 

4. SIGNALS BEFORE STARTING, STOPPING or TURNING 

Drivers of vehicles before starting, turning, stopping or 

changing· their oourse shall make sure that such movement can 

be made in safety and without obstmcting traffic, and shall give 
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visible signal to persons drivtng vehicles behind them of 

their intention to make such movement. 

5. TURNING TO RIGHT 

Drivers of vehicles intending to turn to the right into 

an intersecting street or highway shall first draw their vehicles 

in as close to the curb on the right as possible and turn the cor­

ner as sharply as possible. 

6. TURNING TO L1DrT 

Drivers of vehicles intending to turn to the le~t into an 

intersecting street or highway shall first draw their vehiole 

out to the centre of the highway and continue beyond tile centre 

o~ the intersection before turning. 

7. A vehicle, requiring to cross from one side of the street 

to the other, shall do so in such S'III8I1Der as to head in the same 

direction as other traffic on that side of the street, and so as 

not to stop with left side next to the curb and no vehicle shall 

cross from one Bide of the street to the other on Main Street be­

tween Foran and Sherbrooke. That no vehicle shall turn at the in­

tersection of Main Street and Klock Avenue, excepting only from 

Main Street to Klock Avenue or from Klock Avenue fo Main Street. 

8. FIRE, FOLICK WAGONS, AMBULANCE, etc. 
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The driver of a vehicle, upon the approach or sounding of a 

signal of an ambulance, police vehicle, fire wagon, or other fire 

apparatus Shall immediately draw up said vehicle as near as pract­

ical to the right hand curb and bring it to a standstill. 

9 • BLOCKING TRAPFIC AND OVERLOADING 

No vihicie shall be allowed to remain upon or be driven through 

any street so as to blockade or ebstruct traffic, and no vehicle 

shall be so overloaded that horse or horses or motor power shall 

be unable to move at a reasonable rate of speed. 

All slow moving vehicles mnst keep as near as possible to the 

right hand curb. 

10. ENTERING OR EMERGING FROM DOORWAYS 

No vehicles shall enter or emerge from an alley, stable, drive-

way or garage, without giving a warning signal, or at a rate faster 

than a walk. 
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11. LOADING AND UNLOADING 

Whenever possible, Vehicles shall be loaded or unloaded from 

the side and be parked w1 thin six inches of the curb. No vehicle 

shall remain backed up to the curb except during actual loading and 

unloading from it and in such case no longer than the actual load­

ing or unloading requires. The horse or horses attached 1to a veh-

.icle backed up to the curb shall be turned at right angles to the 

vehicle and in the direction in Which traffic on the street is mov­

ing. 

12e STOPPING AT CROSSINGS 

vehicles shall not keep on or obstruct crossings. 

13. STOPPING AT ENTRANCES 

No vehicle shall be allowed to stand in front of the ent­

rance of a theatre, hotel, auditorium, office building or any 

buil:ding where large assemblages are being held, or where goods 

or merchandise is taken in or out. 

Ho vehicle shall stop so as to obstru.ot the entranceto any 

lane or driveway into private garages or into any building. 

14. .PARKING 

No horae or vehicle shall be left in su.oh manner as to ob­

struct the ordinary traffic of the streets and no horse or veh­

icle shall be parked in any street an unreasonable time having 

regard to the traffic requirements of the street in question. 

15. PARKING NEAR INTEHSECTIONS 

No vehicle shall stand on the o orners of the street inter­

seoti on for a distance of 20 feet back from the corner of eaoh 

intersecting street, "Corner" being defined as the intersecting 

right angle point of the curbs. 

16. PARKING NEAR HYDRANTS 

No vehicle shall stand within six feet of a fire hydrant. 

17. PARKING ON BRIDGES 

No vehicle shall stand on any bridge w1 thin the Munioipali ty. 

18. .MANNP;R OF PARKING PARALLEL TO CURB 

No vehicle shall stand on any street wbare there is a curb 

unless such vehicle is parallel to and wheels and runners thereon 
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are not more than six inches from such curb, or in winter, as near 

this as the conditions of the street permit. On uncurbed streets 

standing vehicles shall be parallel to and as close as circumstanc­

es and weather conditions permit to the edge of the boulevard or 

side-walk as the case may be. 

19. ANGLE PARKING 

Where angle parking is indicated the angle shall be 45 degrees 

and vehicles shall park with right frtnt wheel against curb on the 

indicated line. 

20. PA:EKING ON NARlWW STREETS 
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No vehicle shall stand or park directly opposite another vehicle 

which is already standing on the other side of the street, where 

the width of the vehicular travelled portion of the street, or 

the width between the curbs is less than 36 feet, or where such 

standing or parking would prevent the f'ree passage of two lines 

of traffic. 

21. PARKIB'G OB TRAFFIC SIGNALS 

~t'1ahall· be the duty of all drivers of vehicles to observe 

traffic signals • "No Parking" signs and other permanent or semi­

permanant signal devices. 

22. PARKING SIGNS 

None of the provisions of this By-Law respecting parking 

shall come into effect until stti table signs have been erected, 

clearly indicating parking restrictions. 

23. THROUGH HIGHWAYS 

The following streets are designated as Throa.gb. Highways 

and as required by Sub-Section Two of Section Thirty-~ive (35) 

of the Highway Traffic Act. all operators or drivers of every 

vehicle shall immediately before entering or oro ssing any of 

these streets being the vehicle to a fall stop. 

The provisions of this Section shall not come into effeot 

until signs have been erected in accordance with the regulations 

of the Department of Ptlblio Highways. 

The following streets shall be designs ted as Through High 

ways:

24. PEDESTRIANS 

Pedestrians mnst not step from the sidewalk in crossing a 

street without looking in both directions and shall cross at 

right angles with the street. Pedestrians shall keep to the 

right When walking on the street. 

It Shall be the duty of pedestrians to observe the line of 

traffic at street intersections, and in cases where policemen 

are in ~arge directing the movemant of such tfaffic, pedestrians 

shall not cross except at their own risk before the signal is) 

given for the traffic to move in the direction indi oated by the 

traffic officer. 

Pedestrians shall not obstruct sidewalks or streets corners 

and where three or more are congregated they shall be sub jeot to 

the direction of the ~olice. 

25. Any persons violating any of the provisions of this tly-Law 

shall be subject to a penalty on conviction thereof in the discret­

ion of the convicting magistrate and of not more than ten dollars 

($10.00) for the first offence and to not more than twenty-five 

Dollars C$25.00) for every subsequent offence exclusive of costs 

and all such penalties shall be recoverable under the ontario su~ 

ary Conviction Act. 

REGULATIONS RESPECTING STOP SIGNS 
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In pursuance of sub-section 1-A of ~action 36 of the Highway Traffic 

Act. 

Stop signs Shall conform to the standard approved by ~e Department 

of Public Highways o~ Ontario, with respect to size, wording, Shape 

co lour and position. 

SPECIFICATION FOR STOP SIGNS 

Signs shall be two feet square w1 th the words "STOP" "THROUGH" 

STREETS" in black letters on a white background. ¥lan block lett­

ers eight inches in height and 1-;f inches in thickness shall be used 

for the word "STOP" and letters 3t inches in height and t in thick-
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ness for the words "THRJUGH S1'REE.TS". These words shall be printed 

in three linea. 

LOCATION OF STOP SIGNS 

"STOP" signa shall be erected not more than six feet back from 

the curb of the intersecting street, and on the right of the traffic 

approaching a through street, not less than 15 feet nor more than 

fifty feet back from the curb of the "THROUGH STRE~T". 'l'he bottom 

edge of the sign shall be not more than six feet above the ground 

level. 

26. THA~ no Motor vehicle shall be permitted to remain standing 

or parked on Main Street between Foran Street and Sherbrooke ~treat 

in the City of North Bay for a longer period than twenty minutes 

at any one time any day of the week, excepting during")church serva 

ices hours on St,_nday only, 

27. No personahall -~ or race on the streets or sidewalks or 

crowd or jostle other pedestrians so as to create discomfort. 

disturbance or confu.sion. 

28. Kvery rider of a bicycle or tricycle shall at all times, when 

riding the same, keep his or her feet on the pedals and hold the 

handle-bars. and no tircyclist or bicyclist shall ride more than 

two abreast. and they Shall proceed along the street in a straight 

line and as near *o ~e right side of ~e at~eet as possible. and 

when making any turn they shall signal direction by holding out 
riding 

their hand• and there shall be no reckless/or racing, and all bic-

ycles ~all carry a bell or horn and at night a lighted lmnp. in 

addition to said bell or horn. 

29. No person shall carry a ~ild or children upon a bicycle or 

tricycle, except that one anild may be carried on an apparatus for 

the purpose attached to the bicycle. and approved by the Chief of 

Police. 

30. Drivers of vehicles shall stop whenever required to do so by 

any member of the Police Force, whether verbally or by a signal 

of the hand • and they shall obey his orders and com ply wl th the 

directions which he may give tham in the interests of good order 

of traffic and of public security. 
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51. On Golf Street no vehicle Shall come abreast or pass another 

vehicle and all :Yehicles shall keep to the right and in single 

file until both the Canadian Pacific Railway and the Temiskaming 

and Northern Ontario Railway crossings have been passed, provided 

however, that ~e provisions of this paragraPh Shall not coma int9 

&ffect until pro per warning signs have been areoted. 

32. A safety zona line shall be established and laid out on all 

approached to Main ~treat. 

33. The following streets Shall be used for parking vehicles only 

in the manner following, that is to say:-

(a) Klook Avenue on the east side from Main St. tp Oak Street. 
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(b) Cassells Street, on the west side from Oak Street to Worthington 

Street. 

(o) MCintyre Street, on the south side from Cassells Street to Fraser 

Street. 

{d) Fraser street, on the west side from Oak Street t~Worthington 

Street. 

(e) Ferguson Street, on the wast side from Oak Street to First Aven-

ue. 

(f) Wylde Street, on the east side from Oak Street to ~irst Avenue. 

(g) Sherbrooke Street, on the west side from Oak Street to Main 

Street and On the east side only from Main Street to First Avenue. 

(h) Oak Street from Fraser Street to Fisher Street Parking Shall be 

limited to Twenty Minutes and then only on the North side of the 

Street. 

Klook Avenue from Main Street to Bloem Street Parking ehall 

be limited to TWenty Minutes and then only on the West side of 

the street. 

34. (1) No person agall park any vehicle for the purpose of sale, 

repairs or washing on any street w1. thin the City of North Bay. 

(2) Washing of vehicles upon any City street is strictly pro­

hibited. 

{3) No oar Shall be parked on either side of Mcintyre Street be­

tween Ferguson Street and One Hundred and Thirty-Two (132) feet 

westerly. 
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(4) No car ~all be parked on the east side of ~lock Avenue 

between MCintyre Street and MoLaren Street. 

35. No horse or horses ~all be left unattended unless peourely 

tethered by means of weights or otherwise and in such a manner as 

will not impede traffio of any nature. 

36. No trucks ~all be parked or permitted to be parked on any

of the paved streets in the City of North '-ay during the hours 

between 11 p.m. and 7 a.m. 

37. By-Laws numbers 779• 806, 928, 971. 1009• 1014, 1019, 1822, 

and 1049 and all other By-Laws or parts of By-Laws inconsistent 

with this By-Law are hereby repealed. 

This By-Law shall take effect immediatly after the passing 

and approval of the Department of Public Highways.
