- the Clty of North Bay over SIXTEEN HUNDRED $1600 ,00) DOLLARS
and up to and 1ncluding the sum of TWENTY/ONE HUNDRED (82100, OO)!
DOLLARS, per year be reduced by 10%. |
Se : . That the salarles of all the officials and employees of
the City of North Bay over TWENTY-ONE HUNDRED (§2100,00)DOLLARS Y
per’ year be reduoed by 15%.
4. That those parts of By-Laws Nos. 820 842,6884,886,897,
'940 94f 942 943 and any other By-Law or parts thereof incon-
_sistent w1th these By—Laws are hereby repealed.
5. ! That thls By-Law shall not apply to the salary of the

Assessment Conmiss1oner of the Clty of North Bay.
