
THE CORPORATION OF THE CITY OF NORTH BAY 

BY-LAW NO. 2003-01 

BEING A BY-LAW TO PRESCRIBE THE 
FORM AND MANNER AND TIMES 
FOR TIlE PROVISION 0 1 7  NOTICE 

WHEREAS the Mmici@i Acf ,  2001, S.O., c. 25, S.  25 1 providcs that where a municipality is 
rcquircd to givc notice under a provision of this Act, the municipality shall give thc noticc in a 
form and in the n~anncr at the tinlcs that the Council considcrs adequate to givc reasonable notice 
under the provision; 

AND WHEREAS i t  is dccnlcd advisablc to sct out the minimum notice requircmcnts for those 
actions for which thc noticc rcquircmcnts are not prcscribcd under the provisions of thc 
Mmicipd  Act or its rcgulations; 

AND WHEREAS Council approved the minimum notice rcquircmcnts by Rcsolution No. 2002- 
669 passed at its mccting held on December 2, 2002; 

NOW, THEREFORE, THE COUNCIL OF THE CORPORATION OF THE CITY OF NORTH 
BAY HEREBY ENACTS AS FOLLOWS: 

DEFINITIONS 

1. In  this by-law: 
“Act” 1ncans the MwliciIxri Act, 2001, S.O., c. 25; 

“Clcrk” n1cans the Clcrk of The Corporation of thc City of North Bay; 

“Ncwspapcr” mcans a printcd publication i n  shcct form, intcndcd for gcncral circulation, 
published regularly at intcrvals of not longcr than a wcek, consisting i n  grcat part of news 
of currcnt cvcnts of gcncral intcrcst and sold to thc public and to rcgular subscribcrs; 

“Publishcd” nlcans publishcd i n  a daily or weekly ncwspapcr that, in thc opinion of 
Clerk, has such circulation within the municipality as to provide rcasonablc notice to 
those affcctcd thcreby, and “publication” has a corrcsponding meaning. 

NOTICE OF INTENTION TO PASS BY-LAW - NOTICE OF PUBLIC MEETING 
R’Ianner of Notice 

2. Whcre notice of intcntion to ~XISS a by-law or noticc of a public mccting is rcquircd to bc 
givcn, the Clcrlc shall causc such notice to be published in thc newspapcr. 

Time of Notice 

3. Whcre noticc of intcntion to pass a by-law or notice of a public meeting is rcquired to bc 
givcn, such noticc shall be providcd in thc timc framc prcscribcd i n  thc Act or its 
rcgulations, and if not so prcscribcd, notice shall be given at lcast oncc, no lcss than 
fourtccn (14) days prior to the proposcd action bcing talccn. 

Form of Notice 

4. Unless othcnvise prcscribcd i n  the Act or its rcgulations, where notice of intention to pass 
a by-law or notice of a public meeting is rcquired to bc givcn, thc form of thc notice shall 
include the following information: 

(i) a dcscription of thc purpose of the mecting, or the purposc and cffcct of the 

(ii) thc datc, time and location of the mccting; 
proposcd by-law; 



(iii) whcrc the p~~rposc  of thc mceting or proposcd by-law is rclated to spccific lands 

(iv) thc namc and addrcss of the pcrson who will rcceive written comments on the 
within thc municipality, a kcy map showing thc afkctcd lands; and 

issuc, which is thc subjcct of the mccting and thc dcadlinc Tor rccciving such 
COmlllCntS. 

FINANCIAL 
Adoption of Annual Budget 

5.  Thc noticc provisions sct out i n  Scctions 2, 3 and 3 shall apply to thc adoption of thc 
annual budgct in total. 

6. Whcre the total of thc cspcnditurc estimatcs, as approvcd in thc budget, arc to be 
incrcascd above the total budgct then the approval proccss set out undcr Thc Corporatioll 
of the City of North Bay’s Purchasing By-law shall apply, 

7. Notices of such an incrcasc to the budgct shall be included in a staff rcport and thc 
printing of this itcm on the Council and/or Committcc Agenda, with the notation 
‘ ‘A/umhle/1f  lo Budget ”, shall constitute sufficient public notice thereof, 

Operating Costs Illcurred Prior to Budget Approval 

8. Normal operating costs incurrcd prior to the adoption of thc annual budgct shall not 
rcquirc noticc, and approval of such cxpcnditures shall be deemed ratified upon thc 
adoption of the annual budget. 

9. Unlcss othcrwisc dcsignatcd by rcgulation, noticc oT ilnprovcmcnts in thc cl‘licicncy and 
cffcctivcness of thc delivery ofscrviccs by Thc Corporation of thc City of North Bay and 
its local boards; and barricrs idcntified by Thc Corporation of thc City of North Bay and 
its local boards to achieving improvcmcnts in thc cfficicncy and effcctivencss of the 
delivery of services by thcm, shall bc publishcd in thc newspaper at the same timc as 
prcscribcd in thc Act for thc publication of the Financial Statemcnts of The Corporation 
of the City of North Bay. 

10. Whcrc separate by-law have bcen cnactcd in accordance with thc provisions contained 
in thc Act, the notice provisions set out in such by-laws shall prevail. 

11. No noticc shall be required under this by-law, whcrc the provision of noticc will interfere 
with the ability of Council to conduct busincss with respcct to a matter pcrmittcd for a 
closcd scssion undcr Scction 239 of thc Act. 

12. Nothing in this by-law shall prcvcnt thc Clerk from using more comprehcnsive mcthods 
of noticc for providing for a IonScr noticc pcriod or additional notices. 

EMERGENCY PROVISION 

13. If a matter arcas, which in the opinion of the Chicf Administrative Officer, in 
consultation with thc Mayor, is considcrcd to be of an urgcnt or time sensitivc nature, or 
which could affcct thc health or well-bcing of the rcsidcnts of the municipality, or if a 
State of Emergcncy is dcclarcd, or if so advised by a Provincial Ministry, thc notice 
rcquircmcnts of this by-law may be waived by thc Chicf Administrative Officcr and tllc 
Clcrk shall makc his/hcr bcsl erforts to provide such notice as is reasonable undcr thc 
circumstanccs. 



EFFECTIVE DATE 

14. This by-law shall come into full forcc and effect on January 14, 2003. 

READ A FIRST TIME IN OPEN COUNCIL THIS 13."" DAY OF JANUARY, 2003. 

READ A SECOND TIME IN OPEN COUNCIL THIS 13".'' DAY OF JANUARY, 2003. 

READ A THIRD TLME IN OPEN COUNCIL AND ENACTED AND PASSED THIS 13"."
