
THE CORPORATION OF THE CITY OF NORTH BAY 

BY -LAW NO. 2005-167 

BEING A BY-LAW TO DEDICATE AN OPEN ROAD 
ALLOWANCE 
(BIRCHS ROAD) 

WHEREAS Section 31 (1) of the Municipal Act, S.O. 2001, as amended, authorizes a 
Municipality to pass a By-Law to establish a highway; 

AND WHEREAS Council authorized the sale of lands to Marshall Park Development 
Limited by Resolution No. 2005-98 passed on February 14, 2005 which lands require 
frontage on a publicly assumed road; 

AND WHEREAS it is desirable to retain industrial park lands in Municipal ownership 
which may be required for a road widening for Birch's Road as a collector road. 

NOW THEREFORE THE COUNCIL OF THE CORPORATION OF THE CITY OF NORTH 
BAY HEREBY ENACTS AS FOLLOWS: 

1. The Corporation of the City of North Bay By-Law No. 2002-133 is hereby amended 
by adding the following to Schedule "A":
