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BEIXG a By-law ‘appointing a Tax Collector and Water (o -
miasioner for the Town of North Bay, and defining his duties.

WHEREAS it is deemed expedient to pass a By-law aprointing
a Tax Collector and Water Commissioner for the said Town of North
Bay, and defining his duties,

BE 1T THEREFORE ENACTED RBY THE MUN1CIPAL COUNC1I, OF THE
TOWN OF NORTH BAY, as follows: '

B O THAT al'l former By-laws appointing a Tax Collector and
_ Water Commissicner be, and the same are hereby repealed.

2. THAT the duities of the said Tax Collector and Water Com-
missioner shall be as follows:

(2) To collect all taxes and water rates from the Town of North
Bay, at the timed fixed hy By-law for the collection of same, and
Fay same over t¢c the Treasurer of the said Town of North may, daily,
taking his receipt for the same.

(b) To send out yearly, notices in January, to all consumers of
water, showing the amount of quarterly charges for the current year,
and arrears, if any.

(c) To prepare statements of out standing water rates on the first
day of March, June, Sertember and December in each year, and send to
the Mayor and Council.

(d) To direct all water services to he turned off, for non-payment
of rates, and to direct same to be turned on again, when 211 rates and
¢harges have been paid.

(e) To receive applications on prescribed forms for the installatio

‘or renewal 'of water services and hand the same over to the Town Engine

for actien.

(f) To see that all provisions of the water Works By-law are prorer
ly enforced and report to the lMayor and Councillors the amount of
collections for each quarter, and any other information they may
require. N

(g) That said Tax Collector and Water Commissioner shall bve ir his
office in the Town Hall in the Town of North Bay, from Nine (9) o'cloc
in the forenoon until Twelve (12) o'clock noon, and from One (3)

~o'clock in the afternoen, until Six (n) o'clock in the afternoon,

each day of the weeks excepting Sundays and T.egul Holidats, and Wed-
nesday afternoon, and shall receive taxes during the following hburs:

(1) During the working days of the vear, his office shall be open
to the public from Nine (9) o'clock in therforenoon until
Twelve (12) o'clock noon, and from One (1) o'clock in the
afterncon until Six (A) o'clock in the afternoon, with the
exception of Wednesday afternoond.

{h) The said Tax Collector and Water Commissioner toc devete his
whole time tec the service of the Town exclusdvely.

3. THAT JOHN SMALI, be, and is, hereby arrointed Tax Collector
and Water Commissioner for the Tcwn of North nay.

4, THAT JOHN SMALL, shall deposit with the Town Clerk a _
guarantee bond in sufficient amount to bhe satisfavtcry to the Council
and shall keep the same renewed and in force during the term of his
office, provided premium for same is paid for by the Town.

5, THAT the said Tax Collector and Water Commissioner shall be
raid for the faithful performance of his duties for the year One
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THousand, Nine Hundred and ~wenty-Two, One Percent (1%) on all
monies collecfed for Taxes and Water Pates and Ilnterest thereon,
up to Two Hundrod Rnousand Dollars, ($200,000.00), and One-half

~of One Percent, (37Z) on all monies collected for Taxes and Water

Rat es and lntexest thereon, over and above the sum of Two Hundred
Thousand Dollars, ($2oc,ooo.00), excepting the collection for
Hydrant Rental and all other Municipal Services.

€. THAT, in crder t¢ more equalize the monthly payments,
the Tax Collector and Water Commissioner he paid the sum of Two
Hundred Dollarw per montlh, and charged to his account.

T THAT, on the first day of April, July andrOctober, 1922,
and on the Firgt day of January, 1923, the Tax Collector &and VWater -
Commissicner shall be paid the balance to his credit, if any, for
therpreceding months of 1922, :

g. THAT the said Tax Collector and Water Commissioner shall
employ and pay for efficient office assistants throughout the vear,
in order to comply with the provisions of this By-law and the

' Statutes with reference to the collection of Taxes and Water Rates.

(8) That the Rown of North Bay shall furnish all necessary
Stationery and. Postage.
9. THAT the termcof engagement of the said TaxX Collector
and Water Commisgsioner may bveterminated at any time at the
rleasure of this Council, without any notice being reguired to
that effect.
TH1S By-law shall he considered to take efféct from

the First day of January, A.D. 1922.
