AND WHEREAS it is necessary to borrow the sum- of Two Hundred and Thirty­
Two Thousand Dollars ·($232.,000.00) on the/credit of the Corporation at 
large for the purchase of the said Equ;.pment and to issue debentures 
therefor bearing interest at the rate/'of/J!'our and Three Quarters Per 
Cent (4.3/4%) per annum, or as specified in Column 2 of Paragraph 3 
hereof, payable annually which is the amount of the debt intended to be 
created by this by-law;

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THAT the purchase of such necessary Electrical Equipment as request­
ed and certified as essential to the economical and safe operation 
of the North Bay Hydro Electric Distribution System be and the same 
is hereby authorized. 

THA.T for the purpose aforesaid there shall be borroned upon the 
credit of the Corporation at large, the sum of Two Hundred and 
Thirty-Two Thousand Dollars ($232,000.00) and debentures shall be 
issued therefor in denominations of not less that $100.00 each, 
bearing interest at the rates as speci1'ied in Column 2 of Schedule 
set out in Paragraph 3 hereof, payable and having coupmns attached 
for the payment of said interest. 

THAT the debentures shall all bear the same date, shall be issued 
at one time and within two years after the date on which this by-law

5. THAT the debentures shall be sealed with the seal of the Corporation 
and signed by the Mayor and the Treasurer thereof. The said inter­
est coupons shall be signed by the Treasurer and his signature 
thereon may be written, stamped, lithographed or engraved.

THAT during the Twenty years, the currency of the debentures, the 
respective sums specified in Column 5 of the Schedule set out in 
Paragraph 3 hereof, shall be raised annually for the pa~nent of the 
debt and the interest thereon, and shall be levied and raised rum­
ually by_ a Special Rate over and a bove.-,~11 other rates, on all the 
rateable property in the Gi ty of Harth Bayc.at the same time and in 
the same manner as other rates. ·: 

THAT the debentures may contain a clause providing for the regis­
tration thereof pursuant to any statute relating to Municipal De­
bentures in force at the time of the issue thereof. 

THAT the debentures issued under thiJb~-law as ~refe:z:ored to in 
Paragraph 3 for the years 195* to 19~ inclusive and being the first 
15 years maturities shall be non-callable and the debentures issued 
under this by-law as referred to in Paragraph 3 for the year~ lQQS 
~ l97gl ~&i.~v:s and being the last -5' year11, maturi tie~ shall be 
redeemable in whole or in part at the option of the Corporation of 
the City of North Bay at the ·North Bay Branch of the Royal Bank of 
Canada on any date prior to :rm:turi ty at the redemption of one hun­
dred per centum of their face value together wlth accrued interest 
to the date set for redemp·,.ion; provided tbat if part only of the 
debentures is to be redeemed, such portion shall comprose only the 
debentures that have the latest maturity dates, (and provided fur­
ther that if part only of· the debentures of any rna turi ty is to be 
redeened, the debentures to be redeerood shall be s~lected by lot by 
the Treasurer of the Corporation in such manner as he may consider 
.equitable.) From and after the date set for re{lemption interest 
shall cease to accrue and such debentures shall':become due and pay­
able on such date, provided that if' the moneys ·necessary to carry 
out such redemptions are not duly deposited or'provided by the 
North Bay Branch of the Hoyal Bank of Canada, the interest shall 
continue to be payable on the principal· amount ·or the said debent­
ures so called for redemption at th_e rate ·specified therein unti 1 
su~h debentu-res are paid. Notice. of intention to -redeem any of the 
sa1.d debentures shall be duly advertised in a newspaper published 
in the City of Toronto, Ontario, and in the Ontario Gazette at 
least (30) Thirty days prior to the date fixed for redemption and 
such notices and such advertisements shall specify the da~e s~t for 
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such redemption, the debentures to be redeemed, the place of re­
demption and the redemption price thereof and shall state tba t from 
and after the date set for such redemption interest shall cease to 
accrue and that such debentures shall become due and payable on 
such date. Each and every debenture when redeemed or purchased as 
aforesaid shall be cancelled forthwith.
