THE CCRPORATION OF THE CITY OF NORTH BAY

BY-LAW NO. 112-83

A BY-LAW TO APPOINT A PLANNING ADVISORY
COMMITTEE.

WHEREAS Section 8 of the Planning Act authorizes the council of
a municipality to appoint a planning advisory committee and to

pay persons appointed thereto such remuneration or expenses as

the council may determine.

NOW THEREFORE THE COUNCIL OF THE CORPORATION OF THE CITY OF
NORTH BAY HEREBY ENACTS AS FOLLOWS:

1. (a) A Planning Advisory Committee (hereinafter referred to
as the "Committee") is hereby established for the City
of North Bay, to consist ofnine members and a secretary-
treasurer to be appointed by the Committee.

(b) The Committee shall carry out such duties of a planning
nature as may be referred to it by the Council from
time to time.

2. The persons whose names are shown on Schedule "A" hereto
are hereby appointed as members of the Committee, tc be
members for the terms shown on Schedule "A" hereto.

3. Each member of the Committee shall be paid the sum of
$1,000.00 per annum, payable in equal monthly instal-
ments provided that in the event a member does not
attend a meeting of the Committee, then the sum of
$25.00 for each meeting not attended by the member
shall be deducted from his or her remuneration.

4. The Committee shall submit annually to the council an
estimate of its financial requirements for the year
and the council may amend such estimate and shall pay
to the secretary-treasurer of the Committee out of the
monies appropriated therefore such amounts as may be
requisitioned from time to time.
