WHEREAS it is deemed expedient to pass a by-law providing Cor 
a resident voters list pursuant to the provisions or the 
}1unicipa1Franchise Extension Act, Chapter 254, R.s.o. 1960. 

AND WHEREAS the Collowing question has received the assent or 
the municipal electors or the Corporation or the City or North 
Bay at a regular municipal election held:on the lOth day or 
December 1962:-

"Are you in Cavour or extending the right to 
vote at municipal elections Cor members or 
Council to all persons or the. Cull age of 
Twenty-one years, who are British subjects 
and who have resided in the municipality Cor 
at least one year in accordance with the 
Hunicipal Franchise Extension Act?" 

NOW THEREFORE THE COUNCIL OF THE MUNICIPAL CORPORATION <F TilE 
CITY OF NORTH BAY ENACTS AS FOLLOWS:-

1. That the right to vote at municipal elections for members 
or Council of the Corporation or the City.oC North Day be 
extended to all persons who:-

(a) are or will be or the Cull age or twenty-one years 
on or beCore the 1st day or October in the year in 
which the resident voters list is to be prepared; 

(b) are British subjects by birth or naturalization; 

(c) have resided in the municipality Cor the last twelve 
months next preceding the 1st day or January of the 
year in which the resident voters list is to be 
entered. 

(d) are not entitled to be entered on the voters list 
prepared under The Voters Lists Act, and 

(e) are not disqualiCied under any Act or otherwise 
prohibited by law rrom voting. 

2. That the said resident voters list shall be a list or persons 
appearing to be voters at municipal elections Cor members or 
Council for the said Corporation compiled and prepared in 
accordance with the provisions or the Hunicipal Franchise 
Extension Act, Chapter 2541 R.s.o. 1960.
