NOli TUEREFOnE THE HUNICIPAL COUNCIL OF THE conPOnATION OF THE 
CITY OF NORTH BAY ENACTS AS FOLLO\B: 

1. That all Retail Lumber and l3uilders Supply Shops within the 
City of North Bay shall be closed at the hour of twelve­
thirty o'clock noon (12.30 p.m.) on each Saturday in each 
week of each year and remain closed until five (5) of the 
clock of' the forenoon o1' the Honday next follmdng. 

2. That this lly-law shall t~ke eff'ect on the date of the pass­
ing thereof and shall be subject to the provisions of The 
Factory Shop & Office lluilding Act. 

3. That the provisions of any previous By-law inconsistent with 
the provisions of this By-law are hereby repealed. 

4. That every person 1-iho contravenes the provisions o.f this lly­
law shall, upon conviction thereof, for.feit and pay, at the 
discretion o.f the Convicting Magistrate, a penalty not ex­
ceeding lexclusive or costs) the sum of ~50.00 for each 
offence.
