BEING A BY-LAW of the Municipal Corporation of the 

City of North Bay to establish a Civil Defence Committee. 

WHEREAS Section 387 of the Municipal Act, R.S.O. 

1950, provides that By-laws may be passed for aiding the 

establishment or maintenance of local Civil Defence Committees 

and for providing money for air-raid precaution or similar work 

within a Municipality. 

AND WHEREAS it is deemed expedient to appoint a 

Civil Defence Committee for the City of North Bay. 

THEREFORE THE MUNICIPAL COUNCIL OF THE CORPORATION 

OF THE CITY OF NORTH BAY ENACTS AS FOLLOWS:
