And Whereas Council passed General Government Committee Report No. 2016-13 at
its Regular Meeting held Monday, April 18, 2016 to authorize a By-Law to amend the

User Fees charged by North Bay Fire and Emergency Services effective February 1,
2016.

Now Therefore The Council of The Corporation of The City of North Bay Does
Hereby Enact as Follows:

1. That Schedule “A” to North Bay Fire and Emergency Services User Fee By-Law
No. 2015-24 be deleted and the attached Schedule “A” be inserted in lieu
thereof.

2. That By-Law 2016-02 is hereby rescinded.

3. This By-law shall come into force and effect as of the 1% day of February, 2016.
