
BY-LAW NO. 1.594 

:BEING a By-Law to :f'ix the Polling Places and appoint Deputy Returning O:f'­
:ficers and Poll Clerks :f'or the holding of' Municipal Elections :f'or the year 
19.50., in the Municipality of' North Bay. 

WHEREAS it is necessary to pass a By-Law fixing Polling Places and appoint­
ing Deputy Returning Officers and Poll Clerks for the purpose of taking the 
vote of the .~!,;lectors, to select a Mayor and Ten {10-) Alderman {to be elected 
by General Vote) to transact the Municipal Affairs of the City and for the 
selection of Three Public School Trustees and One Hydro Commissioner to be 
elected by General Vote.
