BEING a By-Law to authorize construction of Asphalt (Mulch) Road Surfaces 
on certain streets as a Local Improvement under the provisi~ns of the Local 
Improvement Act. 

·,vnEREAS the owners of property abutting on the streets referred to in Schedule 
"A" attached hereto and forming part of this By-Law have petitioned the 
Council to construct, as a Local Improvement, the work hereinafter described 
in Schedule "A" attached, and 

~U~REAS it has been duly declared, by a Resolution No. 3 passed at a Special 
Me13ting of City Council held the lOth day of July 1950, by a vote of two­
thirds of all the members of Council, desirabele that construction of the 
work hereinafter described shall be undertaken as a local improvement, and

'NHEREAS notice of the intention of the Council to undertake such work was 
duly published more than twenty-one days prior to the passing of this By­
Law, and

WJ.IJ!:REAS no petition has been made to the Ontario Municipal Board pursuant 
to the said Act. 

Tit~REFORE THE MUNICIPAL 80UNCIL OF THE CORPORATION OF THE CITY OF NCRTB: BAY 
ENACTS AS FOLLO'NS:-

l. That as so recommended and declared \sohalt (Mulch) Road Surfaces be 
constructed on certain streets referre~ to in Schedule "A" as a local 
improvement under the provisions of the Local Improvement Act. 

2. That the Engineer of the Corporation do forthwith make such plans, 
profiles and specifications anf furnish such information as may be 
necessary far the making of a contract for the execution of the work 
or for the carrying on and executing of the •~rk by day labour. 

3. That the work shall be carried on and executed under the superintend­
ence and according to the directions and order of such Engineer. 

4. The Mayor and Clerk are authorized to cause a contract for the con­
struction of the work to be made and entered into with some pereon or 
persons, firm or corporation, subject to the approval of this Council • 
to be declared by Resolution, unless this Council decides by Resolution..___ 
to carry on and execute the work by day labour, in which event the 
work shall be carried on and executed by day labour. 

5· The Treasurer may, subject to ap~roval of the Council, agree with any 
Bank or person for temporary advances of money to meet the cost of the 
work pending the oompletion of it. 

6. The Special Assessments shall be paid by five (5) annual instalments. 

7• That the debentures to be issued for the loan to be effected to pay 
for the cost of the work when completed, shall bear interest at such 
rate as the Council may determine and be made payable within five 
years on the instalment plan. 

8. That where petitions call for the comtruction of As9halt (Mulch) 
Road Surfaces, the Corporation shall pay the cost of works as is in­
curred at Street intersections R.s.o. 1937, Chapter 269, Section 23, 
raragraph c. 

9· That where lots have two or more limits that abut on works and the size 
or nature of the lot is such that any or all of thw works are not re­
~uired a reduction of one-third of the special assessment in respect 
to the works that are not required, so long as they are not re~uired, 
shall be made, and the reduction in cost in such special assessment . 
shall be paid for by the ,_;Or!10ration. 

10. That this By-Law shall not become effective until approval in writing 
has been secured from the Ontario Municipal Board by writing bf Section 
70, Sub- ct1 n I of the Ontario :rv;unicipal Board Act.
