BY-LAW NO. 1590

BEING A By-Law to regulate the closing of Drug Stores situate within the
Municipality of the City of North Bay.

WHEREAS under the Factory, Shop and Office Building Act and Amendments
thereto, it ié provided that application may be made to Council to pass

a By-Law requiring the closing of any clasé or classes or shop for certain
periods which present a Petition in accordance with the requirements of

the said Act.

AND WHEREAS 'a Petition has been presented by the Drug Stores of the City of
North Bay in accordance with the said Act and the Municipal Council of the
City of North Bay is satisfied that such épplication is signed by the re-

'quired number of the occupiers of Drug Stores situate within the Municipal-
ity.

BE IT THEREFORE ENACTEDbBY THE MUNICIPAL COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NORTH BAY

AS FOLLOWS:

1 All drug stores to be closed and remain closed on each day of the week
excepting Saturday and any day immediately preceding a statutory or
municipal holiday and during the week immediately preceding Christmas
from the hours of 9 o'clock p.m. until 5 o'clock in the forenoon of
the next following day.

2. _All drug stores to be closed and remain closed on each Saturday and
any day immediately preceding a statutory of municipal holiday and
during the week immediately preceding Christmas from the hours of 10
o'clock p.m. until 5 6’clock in the forenoon of the next following
day.

3 All drug stores to be closed and remain closed on each Wednesday from
1l o'clock p.m. until 6.30 o'clock p.m. provided that this is not to
be operative in any week in which there is a statutory or municipal

holiday or on the last two Wednesdays in each year prquging Christmas

Day.
