5. THAT THE debentures to be issued for the loan to be
affected to pay for the cost of this work, shall bear
interest at such rate as the Council may determine and the
debenture principal and the debenture interest be made
payable within twenty years on the instalment plan as
approved by the Department of Education, and under authority
of the Public Schools Act, being Chapter 316, Section 56,
R.S.0. 1950, or as amended.,

6. THAT this By=-law shall only become effective on the final
passing after approval in writing has been secured from
the Ontario Municipal Board by virtue of Section 67,
Ontario Municipal Board Act, Chapter 262, R.S.0.
