
BY-LAW NUMBER 899, 

·BEING A Bl-LAW to fix the Polling 
Places and appoint Deputy Returning Officers for the 
holding of Municipal Elections for the year, 1929. 

WHEREAS it is necessary to pass a 
By-law fixing Polling Places and appointing Deputy 
~eturning Off~o~r~ for the purpose of taking the vote 
of the Electors, to select a Mayor and Ten (10) 
Aldermen (Two {2) for each ward) to transact the Muni­
cipal Affairs of the City and for the selection of 
Public School Trustees.
